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Traffic and Patrols Department: Intensive
Security Efforts to Protect Our Students
To learn more about the key initia-
tives launched by the Sharjah Police
General Command for the new school
year, ‘Al-Shurti” spoke with Colonel Omar
Boughanem, Deputy Director of the Traffic
and Patrols Department. He stated that
reducing traffic accidents, minimizing
cases of pedestrian injuries and fatali-
ties, and enhancing traffic safety aware-
ness are among the strategic goals that
Sharjah Police aims to promote through-
out the year, to ensure that the United
Arab Emirates remains one of the safest
and most secure countries.

With the start of the academic year, our
focus is on ensuring the safety of our stu-
dents and protecting their lives. This is a
collective responsibility that involves all
stakeholders, with a significant role for
parents in ensuring their children’s safety
and cooperating with security authorities
to achieve this goal. This includes adher-
ence to traffic rules and regulations, par-
ticularly avoiding allowing children to sit
in the front seat, and observing speed lim-
its around schools, universities, and busy
areas during the morning and afternoon
periods when students are arriving at and
leaving from school.

Colonel Dr. Mohammed Al-Hajri: Security
Media as a Core Element in Educating Our
Students

To understand the role of the Media and
Public Relations Department at Sharjah
Police in the back-to-school activities, we
spoke with Colonel Dr. Mohammed Batti
Al-Hajri, Acting Director of the Media and
Public Re-lations Department. He highlight-
ed that fostering security awareness and
initiative among our students and their sur-
roundings, educating them about poten-
tial dangers and how to handle them, and
instilling principles of security awareness in
students are primary focuses for the security
media. The goal is to raise awareness and
train students to contribute to the spread
of security consciousness. He also urged
parents, community organizations, and all
supporting institutions to play their roles
and work towards the larger goal of building
a well-informed generation surrounded by a
shield of security, safety, and peace.
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Major Aliya Al-Hermoudi: Community Police
Brings Joy to Students Returning to School

In the context of community police partici-
pating in Sharjah Police General Command’s
efforts to ensure a joyful and secure return to
school, we spoke with Major Aliya Al-Hermoudi,
Director of the Partnerships and Community
Engagement Branch at the Community Police
Department. She discussed the back-to-school
initi-ative launched this year under the slogan
“Learn... and Be Aware,” aimed at engaging
first-grade students in Sharjah City and the
central and eastern regions. The initiative
seeks to create a positive first impression for
students as they return to their studies and will
continue until the end of September.

Major Al-Hermoudi noted that the initia-
tive includes various programs and activities
designed to bring joy and happiness to early
childhood students. Activities begin with the
UAE national anthem performed by the musi-
cal band at the Police Sciences Academy,
followed by various military and traditional
music performances. The program also fea-
tures a recreational segment with a “Little
Policeman” character, a talent show managed
by the Community Police Department, and an
exhibition of police patrols supervised by the
Support Services De-partment and Traffic and
Patrols Department.

Human Trafficking Under National Legislation

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Human trafficking crimes have attract-
ed widespread attention from security
organizations and community institu-
tions globally. This underscores the
need for coordinated national, regional,
and international efforts to combat
these crimes. The United Arab Emirates
has been a leader in the fight against
human trafficking, with its efforts
widely recognized. Among these initia-
tives are the establishment of shel-
ters to protect and rehabilitate victims,
helping them reintegrate into society,
as well as collaborating with various
countries worldwide to safeguard the
global community from the impacts
and dangers these crimes pose to indi-
vidual and societal security.
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Given the importance of this issue, the Criminal
Investigation Department of the Sharjah Police
General Command, in collaboration with the
Sharjah Police Academy, organized a forum on
combating human trafficking crimes under nation-
al legislation. The event, held at the Sharjah Police
Academy’s auditorium, aimed to shed light on this
serious issue, showcase the efforts of national
partners, and harness the knowledge and exper-
tise of professionals involved in combating human
trafficking.

The forum was attended by His Excellency Major
General Abdullah Mubarak Bin Amer, Deputy
Commander-in-Chief of Sharjah Police; Her
Excellency Hanadi Al Yafei, Director General of the
Child Safety Department in Sharjah; His Excellency
Brigadier Abdulrahman Al Shaer, Director General
of the Human Rights Department in Dubai;
Colonel Dr. Mohammed Khalifa Al Hammoudi,
Deputy Director of the Human Rights Department
and Chairman of the Anti-Human Trafficking
Committee at the Ministry of Interior; Dr. Ahmed
Abdullah Al Shamsi, Legal Advisor at the Ministry
of Human Resources and Emiratisation; Ms. Mahra
Al Qubaisi, Director of the Care Department in
Abu Dhabi; along with several directors-general,
department heads, and a wide presence of Sharjah
Police personnel, representatives from the Sharjah
Police Academy, and police leaderships across
the UAE, as well as organizations concerned with
human rights and combating human trafficking.

The forum commenced with the UAE national
anthem, followed by a recitation of verses from the
Holy Quran. A documentary was then presented,
highlighting the pivotal role and efforts of the
United Arab Emirates in safeguarding society and
combating human trafficking. It also showcased
Sharjah Police’s initiatives in raising commu-
nity awareness about these crimes, apprehend-
ing offenders, and the crucial role of community
involvement in the fight against human trafficking.

Amer emphasized that the progress of nations is built
by the hands of their children; through their efforts,
countries advance, flourish, and prosper.

Brigadier Omar Ahmed Bu Alzoud,
Director of the Criminal Investigation
Department at Sharjah Police, stated,
“This forum was organized to coincide
with the World Day Against Trafficking,
aiming to highlight the seriousness of
this international crime that violates
human dignity, and to showcase the
efforts of the United Arab Emirates.
Represented by the Ministry of Interior,
police, the national committee, and
various local institutions, the UAE is
a key player in the global campaign
against human trafficking. It was the
first country in the region to enact com-
prehensive legislation, specifically Law
No. 51 of 2006, to combat these crimes,
prevent their development and spread,
and confront them at local, regional,
and international levels in collabo-
ration with numerous countries and
governmental and non-governmental
organizations. The UAE has also signed
several agreements to exchange best
practices and provide assistance to
victims of this crime, working towards
its eradication through a clear strat-
egy based on five pillars: prevention
and deterrence, legal prosecution, pun-
ishment, victim care and protection,
and the enhancement of international
cooperation.”

In the context of both national and
international efforts, the Ministry of
Interior plays a significant role in over-
seeing and following up on interna-
tional cases and operations related
to human trafficking, alongside ongo-
ing initiatives and programs that raise
awareness across all segments of soci-
ety. The ministry also provides medical
and social support to victims, helping
them achieve psychological stability
by offering comprehensive care centers

across the country. One such center is
Kanf, established in Sharjah under the
guidance and support of Her Highness
Sheikha Jawaher bint Mohammed Al
Qasimi, Wife of the Ruler of the Emirate.
This center, in collaboration with local
entities, provides psychological, social,
and legal support to all victims, help-
ing to rehabilitate them, reintegrate
them into normal life, and enable their
successful reintegration into the fabric
of society.

The forum included a panel discus-
sion moderated by media personal-
ity Fahad Haikal. The session featured
Hisham Mohammed Al Hammadi,
Chief Prosecutor at the Sharjah Public
Prosecution and a member of the
National Committee to Combat Human
Trafficking, who discussed the legisla-
tion and legal updates in the field of
combating human trafficking crimes.
Major Dr. Hawa Yousef Al Raisi, Head
of the Awareness Branch at the Human
Rights Department of the Ministry
of Interior and a member of the
National Committee to Combat Human
Trafficking, spoke about the efforts and
challenges in fighting human traffick-
ing crimes. Major Rashid Nasser Al Ali,
Head of the Child Protection Section
at the General Department of Human
Rights at Dubai Police and former
member of the National Committee
to Combat Human Trafficking, shared
the experience of Dubai Police General
Command in combating human traf-
ficking and protecting victims. The ses-
sion concluded with a focus on psycho-
logical rehabilitation services for vic-
tims of human trafficking, presented by
Amina Ibrahim Al Matroushi, Director
of Psychological Services at the Dubai
Foundation for Women and Children.

The forum concluded with recommenda-
tions to strengthen future efforts in this
field, presented by 1st Lieutenant Dr.
Ahmed Saif ALAL, Director of the Strategy
and Excellence Branch at the Criminal
Investigation Department. These recom-
mendations included intensifying profes-
sional training programs for workers at
various entry points and agencies that
interact with potential victims of the
crime, to build their capacity in identify-
ing and referring cases to the appropriate
support services. It also emphasized the
need to allocate budgets and establish
partnerships with academic institutions
within the UAE to conduct comprehen-
sive quantitative and qualitative social
research to gain an in-depth understand-
ing of the problem. Additionally, the rec-
ommendations called for expanding the
establishment of social care institutions
to support victims, educating high-risk
groups about the dangers of undocu-
mented labor contracts and other fraudu-
lent schemes, and raising public aware-
ness about the indicators of human traf-
ficking victims, including how and where
to report such cases. The importance
of treating victims with a rights-based
approach that respects their needs and
avoids social stigma was also highlight-
ed, as well as intensifying diplomatic
efforts to forge new partnerships with
source or transit countries and activating
existing partnerships to ensure effective
crime prevention.
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At the close of the event, His Excellency Major General
Abdullah Mubarak Bin Amer, along with Brigadier
Omar Ahmed Bu Alzoud, honored the speakers from
the panel discussion, expressing his gratitude and
appreciation to all participants for their valuable
contributions to the success of the forum and the
achievement of its objectives.
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A collective Community Responsibility:
Warning Against the Risks of Hiring Unlicensed Drivers
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The slogan “Our Children Are a Trust” carries profound significance,
underscoring the immense responsibility we bear for their well-
being, particularly during their early developmental stages. Children
are a trust we carry on our shoulders, representing the bright future
we envision. Therefore, it is imperative that we all come together
to ensure their safety and security throughout the day, especially by
enhancing safety measures during their school commutes.

We are all deeply saddened and empathetic towards the numer-
ous tragic accidents involving innocent children due to the use of
unlicensed transportation. In these
unfortunate incidents, security agen-
cies consistently urge parents to use
designated school buses, which are
equipped with all necessary safety
features and are subject to ongo-
ing oversight by relevant authorities.
Alternatively, parents are encouraged
to transport their children them-
selves to ensure the highest level of
care and security.

Furthermore, security agencies have
warned against contracting unli-
censed drivers, highlighting the
severe risks posed to children’s lives
due to the drivers’ lack of knowledge
about safety regulations enforced
by the authorities. Such ignorance
can endanger the safety of children
significantly.

The collective efforts of all con-
cerned parties within the country
aim to enhance the levels of security
and safety in school transportation services. These efforts align with
the highest international standards and best practices in this field,
contributing to the reduction of school transportation accidents and
minimizing the risk of students being forgotten in transport vehicles.
The goal is to ensure the safety of students, both psychologically and
physically.

He advised parents to ensure that their children use safe transportation options,
emphasizing the importance of relying on school buses that meet stringent
safety regulations. Alternatively, parents are encouraged to personally trans-
port their children to avoid the risks associated with unlicensed drivers. This
approach helps reduce the likelihood of children being forgotten in vehicles and
ensures their safety.

Lieutenant Colonel Ahmed Al Laghai Al
Nagbi: Licensed Drivers are More Aware
and Knowledgeable About Ensuring the
Safety of Our Students

In line with this topic, Lieutenant Colonel Ahmed Al Laghai Al Nagbi, Director of
the Driver Licensing and Traffic Education Branch at the Central Region Police
Department, stated that one of the key strategic goals of Sharjah Police for 2022-
2024 is to enhance road safety. This goal aims to protect lives and property by
ensuring that individuals seeking a driving license are trained to the highest
standards of vehicle and road safety.

Lieutenant Colonel Al-Nagbi emphasized that this is achieved through a series of
educational lectures focused on raising traffic safety awareness. These lectures
are designed to improve traffic culture and ensure that drivers are well-versed
in safety regulations. Additionally, candidates undergo intensive practical train-
ing conducted by certified driving instructors, in collaboration with strategic
partners.

One of the main outcomes of these programs is the development of well-
informed, licensed drivers who are thoroughly acquainted with all road safety

Jawaher Mohammed, the Head of Security and Safety
at a local school. She emphasized that ensuring
student safety during their commutes to and from
school is a fundamental priority for school admin-
istrations. Student safety is paramount, and as such,
school transportation companies adhere to a set of
precautionary measures to safeguard students. Key
among these measures are:

e Driver Knowledge: Drivers must be thoroughly
familiar with school safety regulations.

« Ongoing Training: Drivers and supervisors undergo
regular training to stay updated on the latest safety
procedures for buses.

e Emergency Skills: Drivers and bus supervisors
receive specialized training in first aid and quick
response skills.

* Vehicle Maintenance: Buses undergo routine main-
tenance, including a comprehensive daily inspection
before each trip, to ensure they are in optimal condi-
tion.

e Student Awareness: Students are educated on
adhering to safety instructions while boarding and
disembarking from the bus.

Jawaher Mohammed concluded by highlighting the
crucial role parents play in educating their chil-
dren about the importance of following bus rules,
respecting the driver, and not causing disturbances.

Regarding this topic, Amina Al-Taniji from the
Central Region shared her perspective. She views
the availability of school buses provided as one
of the essential services that significantly reduce
the burden of transporting students to and from
school. Al-Taniji appreciates the rigorous over-
sight and training that school transportation ser-
vices have implemented for drivers and supervi-
sors. This includes the installation of surveillance
cameras on buses and integration with smart
applications, which send parents notifications
about the times their children board the bus and
until they arrive home.

These advancements, she noted, have motivated
parents to rely completely on school buses for
their children’s transportation, allowing them to
feel assured and at ease, knowing their children
are safe and well-cared for.

Psychological and Physical Abuse
a Driving Factor for Criminal Behavior?

Some individuals endure physical or psy-
chological harm at a young age, which
can lead to criminal behavior as a result
of the extensive psychological trauma
experienced. This trauma becomes inter-
nalized, profoundly altering their behav-
ior and diminishing their self-confidence.
When such harm occurs during childhood,
with the child’s life marked by abuse,
neglect, and mistreatment, the long-term
effects on their behavior can be profound.
How do these early experiences shape
their future actions? Could they poten-
tially lead to criminal behavior?

In this investigative report, “AL-Shurti”
explores the significant impact of toxic
childhoods and both physical and psy-
chological abuse, revealing how these
early experiences can steer individuals
towards criminality later in life.

The Impact of Early Life Stages on Individual Behavior

The discussion began with Captain Tali'a Saleh Al Saadi, Director
of the Psychological and Social Support Branch for Crime
Victims, who emphasized that the pre-adolescent stage is one
of the most critical periods during which values, principles, and
a well-adjusted personality are developed. If all the appropriate
factors are provided, it can lead to balanced behavior. However,
if an individual is exposed to negative factors such as neglect,
violence, or bullying at an early age, these factors can instill
feelings of anger, anxiety, and psychological instability. This may,
in turn, drive the person towards criminal behavior or deviant
conduct in the future, as a form of retaliation against the harsh
circumstances and experiences they endured in their earlier
years.

Captain Tali'a also discussed the impact of family disintegration
and psychological disorders on criminal behavior. In the early
stages of life, a child is surrounded by familial relationships
that are essential in forming a well-adjusted personality. However, negative or dis-
ruptive behavior within the family can have a profoundly adverse effect, leading to
anxiety, fear, and instability in the child’s life. This environment can undermine the
child’s self-confidence and sense of security. Many children who have been victims
of domestic violence or parental separation experience psychological instability, low
self-esteem, or rebellion against society—consequences of losing the critical ele-
ments of self-worth and a secure, supportive environment.

Captain Tali'a emphasized that emotional deprivation during childhood can result in
criminal tendencies if not addressed properly and in a timely manner. Unaddressed,
such deprivation may foster an aggressive and volatile personality, potentially lead-
ing the individual towards deviant or criminal behavior in society. Similarly, exposure
to physical violence can increase the likelihood of criminal conduct. Therefore, it is
imperative to focus on rehabilitating those who have endured abuse, helping them
heal from their trauma, and strengthening their self-esteem to prevent negative
outcomes.
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She also highlighted that if an individual
exhibits behavioral or psychological dis-
turbances, it is essential to take proactive
measures to protect and treat them. The
first step is to refer the individual to spe-
cialized professionals for diagnosis and
assessment. Based on the diagnosis, a
tailored treatment plan is developed, and
continuous follow-up care is provided to
ensure proper recovery. Specialists also
work closely with the individual’s family,
conducting a comprehensive assessment
to support the treatment plan and ensure
the necessary care is provided. The indi-
vidual is then placed in a conducive envi-
ronment, away from triggers that could
provoke disruptive behavior. Finally, the
treatment and rehabilitation plans are
monitored by professionals to track prog-
ress, encourage positive behavior, and
ensure sustained recovery.

In cases where an individual exhibits
behavioral or psychological disturbances,
certain measures must be taken to pro-
tect and treat the individual. The first
step involves referring the psychologi-
cally disturbed individual to specialized
authorities for diagnosis and assess-
ment. Following this, a treatment plan
and monitoring strategy are developed
based on the diagnostic findings, ensur-
ing the individual receives the necessary
care. The family is then engaged, and a
detailed study is conducted by special-
ists to support the treatment plan and
provide the required care. The disturbed
individual is placed in an appropriate
environment, away from any triggers that
may provoke disruptive behavior. Lastly,
the treatment and rehabilitation plans
are closely monitored by the relevant
professionals to ensure the individuals
progress is on track, encouraging positive
behavior and conducting follow-up care
post-recovery.

The Impact of Early Violence and Ways to
Restore Trust and Safety

Dr. Es’af Ahmed from Khorfakkan University
highlighted that certain indicators can sug-
gest that individuals exposed to violence
in childhood might develop criminal ten-
dencies. These signs include heightened
aggression and a tendency towards violent
reactions. Additionally, some individuals may
respond to external violence by becoming
withdrawn and isolated, harboring internal
anger that may surface unexpectedly. Intense
aggressive behavior, such as using abusive
language or resorting to physical threats,
can also be observed. Dr. Es'af emphasized
that adolescence is a particularly delicate
and crucial stage. Support and understand-
ing from parents and social institutions
during this time can greatly influence a
smoother and safer transition.



Dr. Es’af further explained that parents
who recognize they have exposed their
child or adolescent to violence—and who
fear it might lead to violent or crimi-
nal behavior—can begin to restore their
child’s trust by acknowledging their mis-
takes. It is essential for parents to hon-
estly admit any shortcomings and make
this acknowledgment clear to their child,
demonstrating a genuine understanding
of their errors. Following this, parents
should express a sincere commitment to
change, striving to create a nurturing and
supportive environment where the child
feels accepted and valued. This commit-
ment should be reflected not only in
words but also in consistent, respectful
actions. Avoiding violent behaviors and
consistently showing love and concern
in all interactions is crucial. Additionally,
fostering the child’s self-esteem and
sense of capability is important. When a
child feels accepted, they begin to build
confidence and resilience.

In summary, the early stages of life are
pivotal in shaping future behavior and
personality. Exposure to violence or
neglect during these formative years can
have lasting effects on mental health and
social behavior. Therefore, it is vital for
family members and community organi-
zations to provide a safe and supportive
environment, address behavioral or psy-
chological issues promptly, acknowledge
and rectify mistakes, and express love
and respect through positive parenting
techniques. These steps are essential
for helping young people grow with
confidence and balance, ultimately con-
tributing to a more stable and supportive
society.
