Moreover, the portrayal of luxurious
lifestyles, extravagant possessions, and ostentatious behaviors on
social media can skew young people’s perceptions of reality, adversely
affecting family stability and social harmony.

Captain Kholoud Al Zarouni from the Social Problems Division high-
lighted that families play a central and proactive role in safeguarding
children from the adverse effects of harmful digital content. She out-
lined several essential preventive strategies designed to protect and
guide young users:

¢ Behavioral Monitoring: Closely observe children’s online interactions, posi-
tively reinforce constructive behaviors,and promptly address negative tenden-
cies.

Captain Al Zarouni further emphasized that while each social media platform
has its benefits and drawbacks, parental involvement is pivotal in maximizing
the positive potential and minimizing risks, this can be achieved by:

e Cultivating Ethical Values: Reinforcing principles rooted in religious and
cultural identity ensures children remain connected to their heritage.

« Strengthening Family Cohesion: Utilizing digital platforms to maintain com-
munication with family members, both locally and internationally, fostering a
sense of unity and emotional security.

e Preserving Family Moments: Encouraging the sharing of positive family
experiences to create lasting memories and strengthen bonds.

» Content Oversight: Ensuring parental supervision over the type and nature
of content children consume.

e Promoting Educational Development: Encouraging the constructive use of
social media, particularly in enhancing learning through artificial intelligence
tools and online educational resources.

Identifying and Addressing Negative Influences

Despite the numerous benefits, Captain Al Zarouni identified several critical
risks associated with social media exposure:

e Cultural Distortion: Children may inadvertently absorb distorted values and
misconceptions misaligned with societal traditions and cultural identity.
 Digital Dependency: Excessive engagement with social media can lead to
addictive behaviors, resulting in social isolation and weakened family connec-
tions.

e Cybersecurity Risks: The ease of online access increases vulnerability to
cyber threats, including hacking, blackmail, and psychological exploitation.
Such experiences can impose severe emotional stress, leading to withdrawal
and a sense of insecurity.

e Academic Impact: Over-reliance on artificial intelligence and digital content
can erode critical thinking skills, undermining children’s academic perfor-
mance and real-world problem-solving abilities
