Behind Your Child’s Rebellion

transition into adulthood, be inde-
pendent, and be free from paren-
tal control. This stage might be
fraught with rebellious behaviors
against parental authority as the
teenager seeks to assert himself
within his social circle, away from
family constraints. When there
is insufficient awareness, these
behaviors can lead to negative
consequences that impact the
family and psychological stabil-
ity. Researchers in the education
field confirm that children’s rebel-
lion goes through several stag-
es; Hind Al Badwawi - A psycho-
logical Counselor from the Abu
Dhabi Judicial Department, stated:
“Rebellion starts within the family
through rejecting parental orders
or family traditions, then it devel-
ops to reach rebellion against
school life, leading to rebellion
against society laws.” She added,
“The generational gap, whether
in terms of available tools or the
absence of effective communica-
tion, is the main reason behind
this phenomenon.”
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Reasons for Children’s Rebellion and Breaking the Law
In a meeting with Captain Dr. Faisal Mahmoud Al Ali — Head of the Social
Issues Branch, Community protection and prevention department ,high-
lighted several factors that may cause children’s rebellion and break the
law, the most important of which are:
Parental preoccupation: parental neglect deteriorates children’s rela-
tionship with the family, leading them to be more stubborn and insis-
tent on fulfilling their desires, especially if the parents are busy with
their problems and their social lives.

« Impassivity: Emotional deprivation, especially from motherly love,
can lead to aggressive behaviors and destructive desires in children.
This type of stubbornness gets worse when children realize that they
can fulfill their desires through this stubborn behavior.

- Parental Dictatorship: many parents tend to impose strict orders on

their children, which creates a rebellious situation. If the parents con-
tinue to treat teenagers as unconscious children, they will become
motivated to rebel.

« The rigid mindset: Some parents try to impose their beliefs on their

children without considering their personal needs or desires. This
clash between what the parents impose and what the children seek
to achieve can cause rebellion.

Dr. Faisal emphasized that rebellion
is not always a negative behavior; it
may be a sign of personal indepen-
dence and increased self-confidence.
Parents must recognize their children’s
psychological and social development
stages and understand that rebellion
is sometimes a part of healthy growth.

How To Deal with Children’s
Rebellion?

In this regard, Captain Naila Abdullah
from Community Prevention and
Protection stated that overcoming the
children’s rebellion phase in scientific
ways protects the child, and it requires
the child’s surroundings to be more
aware and poses social and psycho-
logical awareness. This can help con-
tain the rebellious child and correct
their behavior smoothly, efficiently,
and successfully. Some of the most
crucial advice includes:
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Captain Naila Abdullah

« Stay calm: don't rush to judge your child’s behavior; try to
understand his thoughts, and be kind.

« Avoid harsh punishment: choose the proper consequences
for the child or the teenager depending on their age, and
ensure that consequences are aligned with values and prin-
ciples.

« Talk to them as a friend: Avoid interrogative or harsh meth-
ods, speak with your child as a friend, and reduce the use of
phrases such as “l know what’s best for you.”

«  Seek compromised solutions: try to reach a solution that sat-
isfies everyone without rushing to impose decisions.

«  Surround your child with love: Show them love and care in
all situations; this will help them develop psychologically and
physically in a positive way.

Captain Naila concluded her talk by emphasizing the importance
to parents of understanding that their children do not live in the
same circumstances they did. Understanding their needs and
treating them with care will have a greater impact on reducing
rebellious behavior and ensuring their proper growth.
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Riders’ Safety
Hinges on Staying in the Right Lane
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Organized roads and lanes are the cornerstones to ensure smooth traffic flow and
safety of road users, as the specific lanes are designed for each category according _——
to their nature, speed, and safety requirements. With the increasing use of bicycles,
electric scooters, and motorcycles, it is necessary to raise awareness of adhering -
A

to the designated lanes for each type to avoid risks, limit traffic congestion, and
enhance road safety. However, the improper and random use of these vehicles,
whether by driving in non-designated areas or failing to comply with traffic regu-
lations, has become a real challenge for the authorities. It led to increased aware-
ness campaigns to ensure compliance and limit the negative behaviors that might
endanger road users’ lives.

In this context, Sharjah recorded 2,935 violating bicycles in 2024, including 2,703 =
motorcycles, 165 electric scooters, and 67 bikes. These violations were primarily y -
due to their use outside designated lanes and failure to meet legal requirements, s
which led to strict measures to address the violations, guide the riders to the right
lanes, and ensure safety and security for all.

Mohsen
Balwan,
Organizing Lanes
to Ensure Safety

In this regard, Dr. Eng. Mohsen
Ali Balwan, Director of Traffic
Engineering at the Sharjah Roads
and Transport Authority, empha-
sized that the cooperation between
the Roads and Transport Authority
and Sharjah Police is a key pil-
lar in enhancing traffic safety and
efficiently organizing road flow,
pointing out that this collaboration
involves infrastructure develop-
ment, the integration of innovative
monitoring systems, and launching
awareness campaigns to raise pub-
lic traffic safety awareness.

He added that expanding the bike
lane areas, especially high-traffic
areas, is crucial in alleviating con-
gestion and promoting sustainable
transportation. He also explained
that updating regulations for elec-
tric bike usage aims to ensure com-
pliance with safety standards. He
mentioned an ongoing study to
identify areas where their use will
be restricted, particularly in crowd-
ed or unsuitable areas.

Police, emphasized that bicy-
cle riders failing to adhere to
their designated lanes disrupt
pedestrian flow, cause road
congestion, and increase traffic
risks. This has led to intensified
campaigns to control violators,
direct them toward proper lane
usage, and reinforce public
safety.

In the same context, Major
Ahmed Rashid Bayat
Investigations Branch Manager,
pointed out that Sharjah Police
continues its field campaigns
to address violations. In 2024,
2,935 violations were record-
ed due to bicycles being used
outside their designated areas
or failing to meet the neces-
sary licensing requirements. He
stressed that the goal of these
measures is not punishment



but rather to guide riders toward correct road
use and protect road users from potential
accidents.

As part of a joint effort to promote road
safety, Abdullah Matar Al Manaei, Chairman
of Emirates Auction, affirmed that the col-
laboration between “Emirates Parking” and
Sharjah marks a strategic step toward improv-
ing traffic safety and creating a secure and
sustainable road environment. He explained
that this partnership has significantly contrib-
uted to developing the processes of removing
abandoned, neglected, and violating vehicles,
improving traffic flow, enhancing vehicle regu-
lation efficiency, and accelerating response to
emergency situations.

Al Manaei also highlighted that Emirates
Parking has advanced infrastructure, mod-
ern logistics services, and a fleet of vehicles
equipped with the latest technologies, includ-
ing remote communication systems and sur-
veillance cameras. This ensures the efficient
execution of vehicle removal and relocation
operations in line with the best international
practices.

Imprisonment and financial fines for privacy violators

Deepfake, as it's known globally, has become a double-edged tool

used for both good and bad simultaneously. With the tremendous
leaps in Al technologies, this phenomenon has emerged as a tech-
nique capable of forging voices and images with characteristics
that make it hard to distinguish them from reality. This has opened
doors to escalating legal, security, and social whirlwinds that

threaten privacy and confuse reality.

former member of the Federal Regarding the methods' diversities and target differentiation pursued
National Council. by fraudsters and forgers, we find ourselves facing a scene of elabo-
rate deception. Sometimes, the forgery is in artwork altered by skilled
hands, and others is a video clip falsely attributed to decision-makers
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or even states’ presidents, showing them as they uttered phrases
that they never said.

This masterful forgery aims to spread through social media, causing
sedition and conflicts and sowing seeds of doubt between com-
munities.

Deepfake: Under the Lens of UAE Law

In this context, Al Shurti interviewed Lawyer Jassim Abdullah Al
Nagbi, a former member of the Federal National Council of UAE,
who emphasized the seriousness of deepfake crimes, describing
them as emerging crimes that affect individuals’ integrity, violate
their privacy, and undermine social trust.

Lawyer Jassim Al-Nagbi pointed out that the UAE is among the
leading countries in developing legal frameworks to address the
challenges of deepfakes despite the absence of a specific and direct
federal law that comprehensively targets this crime.

He stated that if deepfake is used to modify or manipulate a record-
ing, image, or video to harm or defame a person, whether a natural
or juridical person, according to Article 44 of the amended UAE
Federal Law No. 5 of 2024 on Combating Rumors and Cybercrimes
stipulates the penalty: imprisonment for no less than one year, and
a fine of no less than 250,000 AED and not exceeding 500,000, AED,
or either of these two penalties.

He also pointed out that UAE law criminalizes the violation of priva-
cy using technology, even if the information being used is accurate
and the intent is to harm others. He explained that in such cases, the
penalty could be up to six months in prison and a fine ranging from
150,000 to 500,000 AED.

He further noted that “the Personal Data Protection Law (Federal
Decree-Law No. 45 of 2021)” can also be invoked in pursuing deep-
fake-related offenses that involve the use of individuals’ images or
data without their permission, as such acts constitute a clear viola-
tion of privacy.

He concluded his statement by emphasizing that the rapid develop-
ment of this technology requires continuous legislation develop-
ment. Judicial interpretation and public awareness are vital tools in
combating this type of digital crime. He also pointed out that the
UAE Cybersecurity Council has already issued warnings and guide-
lines regarding deepfakes’ potential risks and consequences.
