In addition to that, Khorfakkan presented
many new facilities and destinations, and the latest ones are the
waterfall and Khorfakkan amphitheater, this unique monument in
its design and location, whereas this day has been a great day in
the history of Khorfakkan, those development programs has been
elevated by his highness the ruler of Sharjah from many decades
with a very well-studied methods towards a brighter future, put-
ting the happiness of all citizens as a target to be achieved, along
with maintaining the privacy of this region and emphasizing on
the importance of staying connected to our roots, and this was
displayed in the premier show of the epic cinematic and artistic
film “Khorfakkan” - which was quoted from one of his highness
historical books, it was written to demonstrate historical facts
about the region and the capability of her sons and daughter to
resist and return.

Where the eastern region of Sharjah has witnessed a variety of
development projects that included roads, infrastructure, hotels,
tourism, heritage resorts, cultural and environmental locations

which aims towards a better future for this city.




Amphitheater and waterfall of Khorfakkan
Among the recent batch of development proj-
ects, the opening of Khorfakkan amphitheater,
the outstanding artistic addition to cultural
attractions in the city of Sharjah, the construc-
tion of the amphitheater came on Al Sayeda
mountain facing Khorfakkan beach, to give all
visitors the opportunity to take a glimpse of the
surrounding nature of this city from the perspec-
tive of semicircular amphitheater, which bears
a Roman design and built of stone facades that
includes 234 arches and 295 pillars which gives
the amphitheater an Islamic engineer dimension
and a historical depth in a contemporary way,
with a space of 190 square foot, by keeping up
to the latest technology systems in lighting and
acoustics. This unique amphitheater can accom-
modate 3600 spectators and it’s linked to a
cooling system to ensure the possibility of using
it throughout the year, by conducting various
events for the citizens of this region. The amphi-
theater is linked to a distinctive lobby and escort
services with a total of 75,000 square feet along
with 6 main elevators divided on 2 entrances
to serve the visitors and facilitate their move-
ment between the corridors of the amphitheater,
which is ready to serve people with disability in
their access to all parts in the amphitheater.

In addition to outdoor areas designed with archi-
tectural and beautiful decorations that adds life
to the whole atmosphere which allows visitors
to spend a special time during all events, it was
opened with joint military parades presented
by members of Sharjah Police Academy, Arabic
Academy of Science, Technology and Maritime
- Khorfakkan branch - and as for the waterfall
it was built 45 meters long, 11 meters wide and
located at an altitude of 43 meters above sea
level. It consists of a number of windows that
allows to see the water descends from the top
of the cave to the bottom of the mountain with
a panoramic view of Khorfakkan beach. The cave
includes a café and a restaurant that can accom-
modate more than 80 visitors and an outdoor
seating area for more than 30 visitors and other
facilities to serve the guests.

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Heritage area

Heritage area is considered to be one of the most elementary projects in
Khorfakkan to maintain and promote heritage buildings in Sharjah, and turn is
into a tourism attraction and a cultural destination that attracts visitors from
all different places and cultures. Its consisted of the valley canal which is 700
meters long and 5 meters width, and it is a distinguished tourism destination
which offers visitors to try water rides around the canal which was built with
great depth to ensure the continuity of water existence in it and its linked to
Khorfakkan sea at the same time while being a container of rain water.

Al Reyahen hostel is a clear representation of ancient houses in the heritage
area which will be reconstructed under preservation of cultural elements and
original division of the house. The hostel has an outdoor garden as well where
tree of palm, Henna and Basil are planted in it.

Eastern market

The old Khorfakkan eastern market was restored with a huge base of markets
and retail shops, to become a tourism attraction to all region visitors and
residents. The rooftop has been implemented to a 500 square foot space of
corridors and hallways using kindle woods, bats and mats. The front facades
were covered with cladding, saddles and stucco decorations in addition to fans
in the ceilings in all hallways with another section that is airconditioned after
installing glass fronts, along side of crafts museum which is a cultural and a
heritage space that includes many sections to display old artistic crafts.

25 shops have been appointed in the opposite side of the main market to
display traditional crafts, marine, mountain and forgotten occupations such
as traditional medicine, barber shops, tailoring, pearl diving, Quran teachings,
molasses extraction and marine crafts. The museum will offer realistic experi-
ence to its visitors and many events and workshops will be conducted to revive
those significant crafts.

Futuristic projects

Eastern region tourism project development isn’t over yet, future still holds
many promising accomplishments. The region is eager to start many projects
in Khorfakkan specifically, and one of those projects is a hotel on the east
side of Khorfakkan which will be processed on 2 stages, the 1st stage on a
space of 1600 square foot and the 2nd one is on a space of 3800 square foot,
this hotel will offer various services to its guests. The project of restoring Al
Mansoor heritage fort which is considered one of the most important forts in
Khorfakkan city, restoration will revolve around the entrance, tower, rooms,
backyard and the rest of the hallways in the fort, including clouds rest stop on
the mountains of Khorfakkan, on an altitude of 580 meters above sea level, it
is decided to be officially opened on next October, and it offers skyline view of
the city of Khorfakkan.

Major General Dr. Ahmed Nasser Al Raisi, Inspector General of the Ministry of Interior and
head of the committee this campaign comes within the efforts of the committee that seeks
to strengthen the procedures and requirements for practicing light sports in a safe and sound
manner .It comes also to guarantee the safety of life and property.

We are committed to the lofty directives of His Highness, Ruler of the Emirate

Sheikh Khalid bin Essam Al Qasimi, Head of the Civil Aviation Department in Sharjah,
explained that The regulations and laws governing light air sport have taken into account
the safety of the users of this sport in the first place, since their application of these laws
guarantees the highest security and safety for the air space and commercial air traffic, and
the areas and road users of the public.

In compliance with the directives of his Highness the Ruler of Sharjah, that the practice
of paragliding motor should not be over residential areas, and that such sports should be
practiced in the airspace of designated clubs after prior coordination with the Sharjah Civil
Aviation Authority, as well as the application of offenses to violators of licenses and permits,
by writing a pledge; and to inform the General Aviation Authority of the type of violation, and
to confiscate the aircraft in the event of not obtaining a license and authorization to carry
out this activity.

Coordination and cooperation with Sharjah Police

Sheikh Khaled bin Essam al-Qassimi, head of the Civil Aviation Department of Sharjah,
praised the coordination between the Department and the General Command of Sharjah
Police in promoting community awareness and responsibility in the areas of civil aviation
safety, especially in the ground areas, by controlling the violators from the exercise of this
sports activity without obtaining licenses and permits for such sports.

Practice the hobby of light air sports safely

For his part, His Excellency Youssef Al-Azizi, Director of
Aviation Authority at the General Authority of Civil Aviation,
stated that the national campaign “You are responsible”
launched by the Sports System Implementation Follow-
up Committee headed by Major General Dr. Ahmed
Al-Raisi, Inspector General of the Ministry of Interior, aims
to properly educate the practice of paragliding motor of
all kinds.

This year, the focus was on paragliding motor, launching
the hashtags across social media platforms, through local
radio and newspapers, to make people more aware of the
need to follow the right legal procedures when doing this
type of sports.

He pointed out that the name of the campaign “You are
Responsible” refers to obligating persons or owners of
these hobbies and holding them responsible, to be aware,
familiar with, and knowledgeable about the procedures,
requirements, and laws in force in the country, related to
this field

Registration and exercise requirements

Regarding the requirements of registration and the prac-
tice of paragliding, the Director of the Aviation Authority
of the General Civil Aviation Authority pointed out that
the conditions for such activities were tightened to be
within the scope of the authorized clubs, such as Al
Jazeera Aviation Club, Abu Dhabi Air Sports Club and other
specialized clubs.

After the light aircraft have been registered with the
General Civil Aviation Authority and the required and spe-
cial permits have been obtained, the activity is not per-
mitted outside the scope of these clubs for direct impact
on the safety of aviation in the State, and if they wish to
participate in national events and holidays, The Board
shall not mind this after it has studied the coordinates
of the outside flights, assessed the potential risks at the

event site,and confirmed the validity of the pilots’ licenses
before giving the initial approval of the flight accompany-
ing those events.

He also explained that the club is responsible for regis-
tering, training pilots and issuing licenses, and that it is
responsible for following the planes registered or listed
in the club’s records, which include aircraft maintenance
records, pilots’ records, files and others, and not allowing
unregistered aircraft to operate, as registration became
easy, through application (My Drone Hub), which also con-
tains maps, showing authorized areas of flight.

He called on the amateur and other users of these aircraft
to obtain a license from approved clubs, in order to avoid
falling under the penalty of legal accountability, which
they could be exposed to if they did not obtain these
licenses, especially after it became easy to acquire this
type of aircraft through the purchase outlets spread on
the Internet sites.

The role of the Communications Regulatory Authority

For his part, Engineer Ahmad Al-Shamsi, Director of Quality Accreditation
at the Telecommunications Regulatory Authority, confirmed that the role
of the General Organization for the Regulation of the Telecommunications
sector in this campaign is no less than that of other parties in the com-
mittee to follow up the implementation of the air sports system. We aim
to ensure that the users of these aircraft are fully aware of the legisla-
tion governing this activity, as well as to ensure that the communications
equipment used by the aircraft they use is valid and not in conflict with
other devices to ensure that they do not cause any interference. Any failure
in this direction has serious consequences, all for the safe exercise of this
type of sports that will keep the public and its practitioners safe.

Important messages for users

Al Shamsi sent messages that should be taken into consideration by the
users of this type of aircraft, which are the necessity to make sure that
they purchase these systems that they are registered and approved by the
competent authorities, such as: Emirates Authority for Standardization and
Metrology and Telecommunications Regulatory Authority (TRA), because
each of these authorities has labels that must be available in the aircraft.
In order to ensure that other waves do not interfere, the TRA provides
licenses and frequencies for users that provide optimal and safe use.

The worlds newest model of future libraries

is an innovative cultural project, which embodies the latest model of future
libraries in the world, and documents the history of the emirate’s acquisition of
the title of the World Book capital by the United Nations Educational, Scientific
and Cultural Organization (UNESCO); it is a living legacy of Sharjah’s acquisition
of the highest cultural title.

The House of Wisdom has a huge library, with 305,000 books in various cultural,
literary, and cognitive fields, of which 11,000 are in different languages, of which
105,000 are paper books, and nearly 200,000 are electronic books.

The “House of Wisdom” project embodied the vision of his Highness Sheikh
Sultan Bin Mohammad Al-Qassimi to introduce a library model that integrates
in an innovative way the concepts of the library and the social and cultural
meeting, and to transform it into a social platform of learning and knowledge,
enhanced by innovative tools and advanced technologies, as well as a separate
library for children. It contains more than 2,000 books, and the Young Adult
Library, which contains about 3000 books.

House of Wisdom
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Over 12,000 square feet of space, a new experience for readers and
researchers in the UAE and the region, opening its doors to hundreds
of thousands of books, documents and knowledge stored within a
natural lighting-based architectural masterpiece, with visitors wander-
ing through a living garden surrounded by bookshelves. The reading
experience lives in interactive open spaces, moving around in lounges
and halls equipped with the latest technology, where it can print and
cover any book in a few minutes.

The project includes 15 halls, lounges and a square spread over two
floors, named Al Rashid Hall, Al Hekma Square, Al-Ma'mUN Gallery,
Al-Jhammi Library, Ibn Darid reading Hall, Al-Khwarzmi Gallery,
“Al-Jazari’s informant”, and other facilities.

The facilities and laboratories were dedicated to visitors, most nota-
bly the self-service “Espresso Books” station, which is capable and
fast to print books during a standard period, provided by the House
of Wisdom, enabling visitors to print and process any book with high
technology.

The “Al-Jazari informant”, whose name came in recognition of the
scientific and cognitive contributions that the world has made to the
great of the island’s time, is one of the most important inventors in
history, where the laboratory contains advanced printing techniques
such as: 3D printers, laser cutoff, CNC Machine, which is controlled by
a computer, enables users to easily produce complex-shaped operators
and other options that make it one of the innovative and advanced
labs, to be the gateway for new generations to learn about future
technologies.

In addition to the Women’s Hall, and the Small Reader Square,
designed specifically for children aged 3-10 years, offers a variety
of programs in Arabic and English, offering them in various themes
of innovation, technology and sustainability, while at the same time
offering the young reader a large space for learning and reading. It
also takes advantage of workshops, which are held to exchange ideas,
unleash the imagination of the young, and motivate them to think
creatively.

The exhibition by the artist Wafa Bilal, entitled “168:01", was hosted
for the first time in the Emirate of Sharjah and is a reminder of the
cultural loss that befell the Library of the Faculty of Arts in Baghdad
University, as it was burned in 2003, and more than 70,000 books were
turned into ashes.

This exhibition offers a library full of empty and white books, where
the exhibition invites its visitors to replace white books with printed
paper books, to work on renewing lost libraries in Iragi universities
and institutes, as donated books will be sent to libraries in Baghdad
University, Mosul, Babylon and Iragi National Museum.

Police General Command. The risk register, which includes
a set of monitored risks, is then obtained and is expected
to occur in the future, noting that such risks are reviewed,
modified, or canceled, as a risk cancellation through the
creation of a particular legislation or through the estab-
lishment of a policy.

The second phase will then begin with plans for each
risk monitored taking into account the identification of
the leading body and the parties that support it, as the
two main axes in the preparation of the plans. The third
phase will begin to look for the resources and possibili-
ties necessary for the implementation of this plan on the
ground. This is followed by the fourth stage, which is
training the leading body and the parties to play their
roles in the plan, followed by the fifth stage, which is
working with the parties, and the importance of working
out exercises in increasing the abilities and readiness of
individuals to deal with events and simulate reality, and
through the sixth stage, which is to evaluate the exercise
and measure the impact of the plan. The exercise is evalu-
ated by a neutral committee, through the command and
control system, which organizes work with the parties,
which must evaluate the procedures that took place in the
exercise; identify strengths and improvements, indicating
that the plan is subject to final modification based on the
exercise outputs.

The big role of partnerships

Dr. Hamdan pointed to the great role of partnerships in dealing with all events, especially in an era when distinguished
success requires distinguished partnerships that support you in more than one area, pointing out that partners are keen
on continuous development based on previous events, and | mention here Sharjah Municipality that has developed itself
significantly by adopting sophisticated equipment while handling rain.

In the same context, H.E Engineer Hassan Al-Tafaq, Assistant Director General of Agriculture and Environment sector of
Sharjah Municipality, spoke to the “Al-Shurti” about the dangers that occur in the valleys and the supporting role that
Sharjah Municipality is playing during the rain, saying: “Sharjah Municipality is one of the institutions that are concerned
with the safety of road users. He emphasized its fruitful cooperation with Sharjah Police through integrated efforts with
Sharjah Police through joint exercises, adding that there is a committee on emergency and dangers, which is concerned
with establishing preemptive plans for dealing with ponding of rainwater, and coordinating with strategic partners
related to dealing with rainwater ponding.

He also referred to the supporting role played by the municipality, through providing the necessary equipment and quali-
fied working methods, as “Al-Saad”, which is considered one of the best mobile pumps, as it is used in different regions
inside and outside the city when necessary, and other projects that maintain individuals and property.

its activity.

What is the nature of the job tasks assigned to you?

My work in Security Inspection Section K9 -the Veterinary Services Branch at three
important points (Prevention, Nutrition and Treatment), and with regard to preven-
tion, we have a daily inspection cycle during the morning in which we make sure
that the police dogs are safe, that the sheds are safe, and that any matter is noted
and treated.

A weekly routine check is carried out for each police dog, as well as for preven-
tive immunizations and vaccinations, which are given to the sniffer dogs by the
dates specified in each file, including vaccinations of viruses, external and internal
parasites. For nutrition we have a feed schedule with nutritional information for
each police dog. The distribution of meals, quantities and daily vitamins are moni-
tored, and care is taken to reduce the incidence of simple seasonal diseases such
as pneumonia by providing preventive treatments for various police dog diseases
through the Veterinary Services Branch of the Security Inspection Section K9.



Tell us about the smart device that is incorpo-
rated into the work of police dogs.

A wireless device made of a plastic material,
weighing “10” grams, waterproof, charged twice a
year every “6” months, placed on the collar on the
neck of the dog, and directly linked to the branch of
veterinary services to monitor and read data, which
it reports about the dog. It is linked to the trainer’s
phone, smart watch, or iPad tablets, and helps
detect the activity of police dogs and their secu-
rity performance, while in their sheds, helping to
provide comprehensive details of the state of the
dog under follow-up. He explained how its health
condition and physical fitness are to perform the
tasks required of it successfully, and Sharjah Police
is considered the first command at the level of
the country’s, which employs this device within its
services.

What is the aim and positive impact of using
the device on dogs?

The purpose of introducing the equipment into the
work of the police dogs is to maintain the health
of the police dog and to increase its performance
and efficiency in performing its functions through
the governance of the police dogs, giving a set of
indicators for vital signs of the dog such as: its
activity, and its quality of sleep, is recognized if it
suffers from a skin disease or inconveniences.

What are the most important features of this
device?

It has a high safety ratio for animal health, recog-
nizes the daily training hours the dog has under-
gone and the distances it has traveled during walk-
ing, contributing to its readiness and increasing its
efficiency at work

lightning power

In a pre-emptive strike by the Anti-Narcotics Department
of the Sharjah Police General Command, the “lightning
power”, a gang of “9” people was seized, bringing more
than one million ZANAX-worth tablets worth more than
(15) million dirhams in preparation for their sale and pro-
motion within the country.

On this subject, Al-Shurti Magazine met with Majed
Al-Aasem, Director of Anti-Drug Administration of Sharjah
Police, who spoke: Information was received about the
activity of the mentioned gang, and they brought a large
quantity of narcotic tablets with the intention of distribut-
ing them to a group of promoters in less than 24 hours,
through secret contacts between them. Their attempt to
conceal their identities to prevent their criminal plan from
being revealed, to mislead police and to escape their grip,
but the vigilance of the anti-drug men in Sharjah police
and their experience in dealing with the different events
enabled them to fully surround its members and entrap
them, and thwart their criminal scheme.

Zero hour

Lieutenant Colonel Al-Aasem added that after verifying
the information, a security team was formed to follow
up the case and reveal the nature of the criminal plan,
through searching, investigation and gathering informa-
tion on the field level, in light of the evidence and the
data received, and in less than twelve hours, the team was
able to identify the members of the gang formation and
follow their movements and know where they are and
arrested them.

A tribute to the anti-narcotics agencies of the state

Lieutenant Colonel Majed Al-Aasem clarified that the
administration of drugs, under the general command of
Sharjah police, has the ability and efficiency to follow up
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and reveal such kind of criminal plans, frustrate them, and
pursue and control those involved, whatever their desti-
nation, to hit their criminal plans aiming at the death of
the sons of the country.

He praised the cooperation and continuous coordina-
tion between the control agencies in the country’s police
commands; it’s ready to deal with all ways of smuggling
drugs, and its possibility of revealing them in record time,
and the professionalism of its members who are trained
in this field.

human cadres as their real investment, with the highest
standards of qualification to deal with these systems. It
also included a series of specialized training programs
in the annual training plan for Sharjah Customs in smug-
gling, identifying developments in the drug world, body
language, analyzing personal patterns and other special-
ized programs, as well as interactive workshops. This is
in partnership with security agencies such as the General
Command of Sharjah Police, the Academy of Police
Sciences of Sharjah, the Ministry of Interior, the Federal
Customs Authority and the General Authority for Security
of Ports, borders and Free zones.

An effective strategic partnership

The Director of Ports and border points Affairs at Sharjah
Ports, Customs and Free zones Authority added that there
is a close cooperation and an effective strategic partner-
ship between Sharjah Customs and Sharjah Police. The
committees and task forces between the two sides also
have an important and vital role to play in achieving the
common goals between customs and Sharjah police, and
in fulfilling the aspirations of the Sharjah Government to
protect society.

Flow intelligence analysis

He explained that many achievements in drug seizures in
particular and the suppression of smuggling attempts to
introduce banned substances in general were the result
of high coordination, exchange of information and experi-
ences between the two sides through the flow of intelli-
gence analysis, ensuring the effectiveness of intelligence
product, and maintaining the confidentiality of informa-
tion.

Neglect is one of the most important factors that often tempt weak-minded people to commit theft crimes, targeting
money, luggage and personal belongings, as many of them wait in shops, malls, markets and banking agents of both
sexes.

Avoiding theft

The launch of the “ Caution is a required “ campaign is
aimed at avoiding theft in various locations, regions and
neighborhoods where a large population of different
nationalities resides, as well as in shops and banking
branches, where the campaign aims to raise full, compre-
hensive and undefined awareness, or to allocate a par-
ticular audience or nationality to exercise caution, avoid
such robberies and preserve the integrity of society.

Address in different languages

Regarding the means used to carry out the campaign,
Major Bin Yarouf explained that all available means,
which help in reaching out to the public, have been used,
including publishing photos and videos on social media in
Arabic and English, as well as Urdu, by using the intensive
public. In addition to awareness-raising by publishing
posters and instructions on the screens of the service
centers with illustrations to ensure that the idea reaches
members of the public.

Causes of thefts

Referring to the factors that may lead to this kind of theft,
Major Nader said: There are many factors and behaviors
that may help in this kind of theft, the most prominent of
which is negligence, and the fact that some members of
the public are overlooked in public facilities, especially
in putting money, or small bags beside the driver or the
exaggeration of displaying valuable possessions such as
jewelry , also showing money openly when withdrawing
from the bank, all of these behaviors may makes them
vulnerable to theft.

Tricks and insidious tactics
Major Nader explained that perpetrators of this type of
crime often resort to the creation of tricks and insidious

methods as their methods became open to investigative
and criminal researchers, but may not be known to some
members of the public, including the most famous tricks
and methods of spitting or sneezing on the victim’s dress
and distraction by one of them so that the thief can steal
the money, and it’s easier to steal the wallet from the back
pants’ pocket, or pretending to guide you to the presence
of something wrong in the vehicle, and other tricks.

Coordination with the judicial authorities

Regarding the cooperation between the police depart-
ments and their concerned bodies in launching such
campaigns, major Nader Bin Yarouf said: Sharjah police
services complement each other, we are continuously
communicating with the criminal investigation systems
and the different police station departments to learn
about the different security phenomena, which should be
emphasized in planning ,implementing security aware-
ness campaigns, and as some worrying phenomena and
behavior emerge, we launch campaigns, aimed at raising
public awareness about this phenomenon, its dimensions,
its danger to the individual and society, and how to avoid
falling victim to it.
