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Sharjah Police launches its tires safety
campaign to raise awareness about the
safety of vehicle on the roads

At the beginning of the summer each year, as temperatures
rise, Sharjah Police General Command launches its tire safety i
awareness campaign because of the problems facing road(
vehicle owners. It is very normal that these problems may
result in one of those tyres exploding on the road, leading
to a high rate of traffic accidents, and the inevitable danger

to vehicle owners and pedestrians, especially in the summer.

Tires play an important role in keeping the vehicle on track,
carrying the full weight of the vehicle and its passengers, as
well as its role in drag power and curbing the vehicle’s speed;
Care must therefore be taken to avoid any damage or air

leaks, as well as periodic inspection, validity and air pressure.
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It is important that the tires of the vehicle be permanently switched and
moved from left to right and vice versa, as this helps to prolong the life of
the vehicle’s frame and to maintain its balance on the road while driving.
It is very important to pay attention to repairing any minor failure that
occurs in the vehicle before it is aggravated so that it does not adversely
affect the rest of the vehicle.

Safety Standards

To know more about the importance of tire safety, Al-shurti magazine inter-
viewed Lieutenant Colonel Omar Buganem, the acting director of the Traffic
and Patrol Department, who briefed us about the campaign: In order to reflect
the strategy of the Ministry of Interior to achieve the highest standards of
traffic safety and to make roads safer, the Department of Traffic and Patrol
conducts a field awareness-raising campaign to examine the safety of tires on
the internal and external roads. The aim of this campaign is to examine the
tires of light and heavy vehicles, providing advice and guidance, and educating
vehicle drivers on the need to take care of the vehicle and tires, in accordance
with safety standards, to preserve their safety and that of society.

This is also done through the field work of the Sharjah Police to educate driv-
ers about the standards that must be met in tires, in order to reduce the inci-
dence of traffic accidents, especially in the summer due to high temperature,
in order to avoid tires exploding as a result of road friction.

Maintenance of tire safety

For his part, Captain Saud Al-Sheba, Director of Traffic Awareness and Media
Branch, stressed that the Sharjah Police General Command is making mul-
tiple efforts to disseminate awareness and safety guidance to the public
through social media platforms and media organizations. The most impor-
tant step in maintaining the safety of the tires is to select the appropriate
tires, in terms of size, temperature, speed, failure to increase the load over
the maximum frame and production history.

Director of Traffic Awareness and Media Branch added that the Traffic and
Patrol Department conducted awareness-raising traffic campaigns through-
out the year, according to the traffic statistics index, and the traffic situation
required. Every year during the summer, a nationwide traffic campaign is
organized under the slogan (toward a safe summer) a three - month traf-
fic summer focuses on the main causes of traffic accidents caused by high
temperatures.

Because of the importance of the public’s opinions in this campaign, we
interviewed Mr. Khaled Othman Muhammad Mahmoud, from Sharjah, who
praised the awareness-raising role of the Sharjah Police in maintaining pub-
lic safety, stressing that he constantly checks the tires of his vehicle, in order
to avoid any explosion, which could cause traffic accidents, and he advised
all members of society to always check the vehicle before leaving the house,
in order to avoid any undesirable damage.

On the other hand, Raghad Amr Mostafa began her speech by thanking the
Sharjah Police for this field traffic awareness campaign to check the safety
of tires in the emirate, and its constant keenness to educate road users about
the steps that must be available to maintain the safety of tires, as it is always
keen to constantly detect the appropriate air pressure.

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What if a child is abused, how is it reported?
The Ministry of Interior’s Child Protection Centre has more than
one method of reporting cases of child abuse, and the Smart Child
Protection System, which consists of several interrelated systems,
including the Child Protection Hotline. (116111), which is the main
State-level, linked to all police commands and effective 24 hours
a day, and we have qualified people receiving calls, all reports are
documented, internal procedures taken and then transmitted to the
agencies involved in dealing with it.

The second method is through (HEMAYATI), a smart application, the
first worldwide in receiving cases of child abuse. This application
has been developed to benefit from technology, because all mem-
bers of society, including children, constantly use smart devices, and
it has been developed to facilitate communication among the public.
Reporting can be made through the MOI Child Protection Centre
website, by an electronic reporting form.

What if an abuse is reported and the whistle-

blower doesn’t want to be identified?

There is not obligated to reveal the identity, as the (HEMAYATI)
application guarantees the confidentiality of information, and the

- ddentity, but it must provide sufficient information to reach and pro-

tect the child, and ensure that his rights are guaranteed .

What if a child abuse case is reported from out-

side the country?

* We receive reports from outside the country in the event that a child
who has been abused in the United Arab Emirates has been identi-
fied, dealt with, and the reported child is protected after the infor-

emation has been confirmed. If cases of abuse have been detected on
social media, they will be sent to us and dealt with by the MOI Child
Protection Centre.

The smart rehabilitation watch
includes smart features and icons
represented in the personal informa-
tion icon, vital signs, and the camera
icon, so that the person can take a
personal picture, if requested by the
center, as well as the permanent
operating status feature, the continu-
ous synchronization of the data, and
notifications feature with motiva-
tional words like “you can do it”, In
addition to GPS feature, and “call for
help” feature, thus confirming that
she has sought to recruit and use all
relevant technology to take the lead

in the implementation of the project.

The goal behind this qualitative
innovation is to ensure that drug
dealers cannot reach the abusers, as

they are monitored by the police in
a control room in the rehabilitation
center, where there are doctors, nurs-
es, social workers and psychologists
who follow up on drug users in the
event of a relapse to help and pro-
vide the necessary support to them.
It also aims to accelerate their inte-
gration into society, and the first
phase of the project will be applied
to 50 normal people and those recov-
ering to compare the readings to
ensure the accuracy of the data and
the accuracy of the information, and
whether there is a negative effect of
wearing the watch or not.
