Intensive preparations

To learn about the role of the General Command of Sharjah Police in this campaign
initiative, Al-Shurti Magazine interviewed Colonel Ahmed Jassim Al Zaabi, Director
of the Central Region Police Department, who confirmed that there was intensive
awareness campaigns carried out. These campaigns are aimed at guiding community
members to take precautions and to abide by regulations and laws guaranteeing
their safety and those of desert areas visitors, noting that the winter period is marked

by a high turnout of visitors.

These preparations began with holding meetings with internal partners, represented
in the Special Tasks Department, the Media and Public Relations Department, the
Traffic and Patrols Department, and the Operations Department, in addition to other
departments working within the system of joint work aimed at achieving the first
strategic goal, which is to enhance security and safety in the desert area,in addition
to carrying out multiple field visits to the these areas and developing advance plans
to ensure the safety of all. He explained that monitoring the protection of the visitors
is a top priority, as multiple monitoring means such as patrols and drones will be
used to ensure that the freedom of others is not infringed, and to monitor practices
that violate the rules of the law.

As for motorcycles, a number of field visits were carried out to bike rental shops to
ensure their implementation of safety requirements. He stressed that the Sharjah
police are keen to make parents aware of safety requirements in order to protect their
children while using these bikes.

An integrated system

In the same context, Al-Shurti interviewed Major Hamdan Khalifa
Al-Badwawi, Head of Traffic and Patrols Department in the Central Region
Police Department, to talk about the organized traffic procedures that have
been put in place to preserve the safety of the desert visitors, saying: we
have determined the gathering places to the visitors and families places,
in addition to intensifying awareness and control campaigns to spend a
safe winter, and obligating tourism companies to abide by the controls and
standards for the safety of tourists in these areas in cooperation with the
Tourism Development Authority.

Major Al-Badwawi pointed out that the central region enjoys a large geo-
graphical area; therefore, it was necessary to cooperate with external part-
ners such as municipalities in Al Dhaid, Maliha and Al Madam Municipality,
in order to ensure maximum protection and comfort.

Al-Badwawi added that prior coordination with the air wing to provide help
if needed in the desert areas, where it has a paramedic to handle the initial
cases of rescuing the injured in difficult-to-reach locations.

Major Al-Badwawi concluded his speech by urging the public not to gather
near the public road because of the danger to vehicle drivers and road
users, and to facilitate the tasks of the patrols in that operate according
to an integrated system around the clock to ensure public safety, and to
provide necessary support for tourists.
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Effective partnerships

Mr. Salem Obaid Al Ketbi, Director of AL Madam Municipality, explained that
the tourism boom witnessed in the desert areas of the emirate during the
winter season; This led to a noticeable increase in the number of visitors, in
addition to future plans and visions that contributed to enhancing the tour-

The Eastern region Police Department launched an
awareness campaign under the slogan “ Be alert...don’t
be deceived” On this occasion,Al-Shurti Magazine inter-
viwed Colonel Dr. Ali Alkai AlHamoudi, director of the
Eastern region Police Department, to talk about the cam-
paign’s objectives, he said that this campaign aimed at
protecting members of society and bank customers from
e-fraud, and the increased communication of e-fraud is
due to the facilities provided by government and private
institutions and banks to their clients; These facilities
have been exploited by perpetrators to commit their
crimes,.

He added that the Sharjah Police are continuing to
intensify their security activities to contain these types
of fraud, as well as security awareness on a large scale
across society to promote public security awareness, and
called on citizens and residents to cooperate with the
security services by immediately contacting the police on
emergency 999 in case of danger or fraud.
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Lt. Colonel Saeed Khalfan Al-Nagbi: A security team has been formed in
cooperation with partners in banks and some government institutions to
curb fraud and bank customer theft

Lieutenant-Colonel Saeed Khalfan Al-nagabi, Head of the Criminal
Investigation Section, stated that the campaign included the types of
fraud facing bank customers, methods of protection against cyber-phishing
techniques and the role of partners in reducing such cyber-crime. Indeed, a
security working group has been set up, in cooperation with bank partners
and some government institutions, to achieve the desired results of the
campaign in reducing fraud and theft of bank customers.

This campaign is considered to be a preventive measure and an important
focus of crime prevention, through its role in disseminating awareness and
education in society, promoting a culture of security and prevention against
negative behaviour and phenomena, and in the event that any person is
exposed to fraud over the phone, he or she must inform the bank of the
immediate suspension of his or her bank account, and communicate with
the security authorities.

Major Saeed Hamad Hazeem: The methods of crime have changed and
evolved with the continuous change of digital technology

For his part, Major Saeed Mohamed Hazem, Director of the Acting Research
and Investigation Branch, said that “the most prominent methods used by
a fraudster, is that the fraudster would contact bank clients and claim to be
a bank employee, and wish to update the client’s data until it dragged him
to disclose the confidential data to his bank.

He continued: Crime methods have changed and evolved with the constant
change of digital technology, making it imperative to launch large - scale
awareness campaigns to raise public awareness of the dangers of this type
of crime, noting the importance of not dealing with alien numbers, keeping
personal financial information confidential, not giving the caller informa-
tion linked to the bank account, reporting to the security services as soon
as suspicious telephone calls are received, and taking care in dealing with
incoming communications and anonymous telephone messages.
