Innovations that mimic the security reality

Colonel Tarig Al Midfa, Director of the Strategy and Performance
Development Department at the Sharjah Polioce, said that the Sharjah
Police participates in a valuable set of innovations that simulate secu-
rity and enhance the quality of life in the UAE community, the most
prominent of which came from the Security Reports Management
Project, the drone (the third version), the smart glove, and the special
mission bike (the second version).

He pointed out that the platform will be accompanied by the presenta-
Colonel Tarig AL Midfa tion of a number of workshops that stimulate a culture of innovation
and enhance community participation in creating experiences and ini-
tiatives that are employed to support the directions of the UAE in the
next fifty years.

Smart Security Communications System

The Sharjah Police General Command conducted a meeting with, Staff
Sergeant, Eng. Saud Abdulaziz Al Shamsi, the project coordinator during
the exhibition, where he said: This year’s 2022 project serves the Smart
Security Communications System, which is an instrument installed in
patrols that gives the patrol identification data, so that we can identify
the direction and speed of the patrol, as well as its number and depen-
dencies for any police department.

Eng. Saud Abdulaziz AL Shamsi
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Staff Sergeant Al-Shamsi confirmed that the camera was of high quality and vis-
ibility, providing accurate coordinates, sending the events of the patrol from all
sides.

Smart personal cameras have also been created that are placed on military uni-
forms, and are used in the event of receiving a report, moving to the site of the
accident and communicating with the public. It is equipped with an alarm service,
and if pressed, it sends notifications to the operating room.

With regard to the 3D printer, the Engineer said: We participated in the exhibition
with a 3D printer, through which we were able to print the covers that we used
in the project.

Drones

The General Command of the Sharjah Police is seeking to transform all its ser-
vices into smart services in keeping with the developments of the times, staff
Sergeant Omar Mashabik revealed, the developments in the Drone-M300, which
has become characterized by many specifications that serve the security and
policing system, he said: The aircraft is equipped with a headset, camera and
lighting, and is used to determine the coordinates of the crowd, especially since
the world is experiencing the pandemic, which requires us to follow a number of
precautionary measures and is used to verify the identity of suspects.

As for the second type of drone, which was called (M-600), it was designated for
various rescue and ambulance situations.



Smart glove innovation

About the smart glove innovation carried out by female
students at Sharjah Higher Technical Colleges in collabora-
tion with the Sharjah Police General Command, one of the
female students participating in the project said: This inno-
vation is designed to facilitate the inspection of inmates of
correctional and penal facilities and to reduce drug traffick-
ing. She stressed that this glove cannot be worn by anyone,
but is allocated to a particular group, along with sensitive
sensors that recognize metals and measure heartbeat.

Special Task Bike

With regard to the Special Task Bike Project, Lieutenant
Ibrahim Bukhatir said, Work has been done on the develop-
ment of the Special Task Bike in terms of installing a front
camera that will image and identify the coordinates of the
bike and will seek to develop it in the future by providing
it with a telephone chip connected to the Police Operating
Room.

A campaign to fill in abandoned
and random wells in the city of Al Dhaid

Boreholes dug with the aim of securing watering and irrigation for
agricultural crops, may in a moment turn from a source of hope into
a source of catastrophe with unimaginable consequences.

In order to preserve the safety of lives, a campaign to fill in aban-
doned and random wells was launched at the level of the Al Dhaid
region in order to preserve the safety of citizens and residents in
the city, especially children from the danger of falling, in addition to
providing service to owners of old and abandoned wells who were
unable to fill in their wells, whether in farms, or in homes, as a con-
tinuation of previous campaigns launched in the region.

. Ongoing campaign

To get acquainted with the details of the campaign, Al-Shurti had a
meeting with His Excellency Ali Musabah Al Tunaiji (Director of Al
Dhaid Municipality), where he stated that a specialized team was
formed from the municipality, in cooperation with its strategic part-
ners, to ceack on open and abandoned wells that pose a danger to
the public in dark places where there is no lighting and not clearly
visible, such as wild areas and farms, and accordingly all the neces-
sary equipment for the process of backfilling or temporary closure
was provided.

He added that there were different types of wells:

- Wells are exposed, abandoned and dehydrated, and are therefore
repaired after confirmation that the well is dry by municipal equip-
ment.

- Wells that are exposed and abandoned, have water, are confirmed,
are well protected and are marked for subsequent use.

- The existence of deep excavations that were previously manually
excavated at a depth of 20 to 150 metres, to be tightly sealed and
to be addressed to the Archaeology Authority for determination, and
if they constitute a serious risk, to be immediately filled.

Al Tunaiji also calls upon citizens and residents to contact the
municipality’s emergency and permanent crises committee if the
location of any abandoned or random wells is found and to quickly
call 993 or 0507477888, so that the municipality can implement the
necessary procedures for filling and settlement.

At the end of the interview His Excellency Al Tunaiji advised the pub-
lic about the need to cover the wells tightly to avoid accidents that
could lead to death, and if they were unable to do so, please contact

the competent authorities immediately to take the necessary action, &

whether by backfilling or temporary closure.

Social responsibility

In the same context, Colonel Hamid Al-Jilaf,
Head of the Al Dhaid Comprehensive Police
Station, stated that, based on the achieve-
ment of the strategic objectives of the
Ministry of the Interior to promote safety
and civil protection, our role as a police
body and strategic partner with the Sharjah
Municipality is to monitor these wells at the
central region level, to supervise through
the presence of patrols accompanying this
campaign, and to ensure security and pre-
vention.

On the other hand, through the Community
Police, we are activating the role of aware-
ness-raising campaigns, which show how
dangerous it is to leave these wells aban-
doned and not cover them and to leave
them neglected.

We also contribute directly to the success
of such campaigns by submitting security
reports and transmitting them to the com-
petent authorities for action; covering areas
through community police patrols to take off
in residential and agricultural areas; inter-
viewing people to learn their observations
and complaints; and monitoring and record-
ing any observation concerning their safety
and enhancing their security and safety.
Accordingly, we call upon all members of
society to cooperate with the competent
authorities_in any action that may be taken
by the well as to cover these unused
wells, report.their location and ensure that
children are not left alone near these wells.

Serious medical consequences

In order to identify the medical consequenc-
es that may affect those affected by acci-
dents involving exposed wells, Dr. Ahmed
Imaddin, a general practitioner, stated that
there is no doubt that the backfilling of
abandoned wells is of high importance and
poses a permanent threat to life and prop-
erty.

One of the most significant risks is the risk
of falling, especially children and passing
animals. Medical damage can be classified
by severity from minor, to moderate, to sig-
nificant loss of life.

As for the damage caused by falling in
exposed wells, Dr. Ahmed stated that they
are too many and multiple, ranging from
fractures of the limbs, spine and skull, which
can cause death, possibly paralysis and per-
manent disabilities.

He added that there could be injuries to
internal body organs that could lead to
the risk of bleeding, as well as the serious
drowning and asphyxiation to which the
injured person might be subjected in the
event of accidents. It should be noted that
the likelihood of human survival is very low,
and that numerous studies around the world
have shown that two thirds of children who
fall into wells lose their lives despite the
efforts of rescue teams.
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The psychological damage of falling into the
wells, which are many, is most notable (PTSD),
which is a psychological disease resulting
from exposure to traumatic situations, symp-
tomatic of the recovery of events and bad
memories, nightmares, difficulty of concentra-
tion and constant anxiety, which affects
the quality of human life, access to
healthy and productive lives :
and can take too long to treat. allah SalimAl-Nadas

Important community campaigns

Abdallah Salim Hamid Al-Nadas, a native of
the Al Dhaid region, states that the tragic
incident of the Ryan child in the Kingdom of
Morocco and the associated grief and pain
worldwide, particularly in the United Arab
Emirates, strongly support the launch of the
campaign to block abandoned wells in the
central region; Because it will reduce the
serious effects of being left exposed, which
could lead to children, adults, or even animals
falling into these deep wells, leading to their
death or serious injuries.

He added: We appreciate the efforts of all
concerned authorities in identifying the sites
of abandoned and exposed wells, and we
believe in the role of society in contributing
to them by informing the concerned authori-
ties of the location of such wells if they are
seen.

The citizen Masood Mohammed bin Yusuf Al
- Taneji states that such campaigns are aimed
at the safety of all members of society from
harm. Therefore, everyone in the region must
cooperate with the municipalities, whether by
reporting on the sites of open and abandoned
wells or by facilitating their task of blocking
them, because fear for the public interest is a
priority of positive citizenship.

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This year, intensive traffic awareness campaigns carried out
annually by the Sharjah Police General Command, in collabo-

The campaign seeks to emphasize the importance of aware-
ness of the risks to which children may be exposed outside
the home, while in vehicles and on trips,and in hiking places,
and the guidance to be followed to avoid such risks, and
looks forward to strengthening the communication and joint
effort between the Department of Child Safety and society to
realize their aspirations to bring up a generation that enjoys
physical and psychological integrity in a coherent family.

Safety Instructions

As part of the campaign, a number of awareness-raising pub-
lications were launched on social media platforms and sites
about the wrong practices of children in vehicles, especially
in the winter season. The campaign also presents safety
guidance during trips (land and sea), which parents can fol-
low to protect their children.

As part of its awareness campaign, the Department of Child Safety produced
awareness videos on various social media channels, providing information on
the means of protection required, practices to be avoided, and ways to enhance
public safety through image and enhanced demonstration.

Safety Department, said: Given the appropriate atmosphere that we
have this time of year, and the fact that families spend time outside
the house on sea and land trips, there is a growing need to raise
community awareness of the mechanisms and guidelines for pro-
tecting children from risk.

: Despite the multiplicity of awareness-raising means, we still wit-
ness many wrong behaviors during outdoors trips,and some families
still neglect their children while driving vehicles, and do not care
about taking safety measures that protect young children, which
results in unfortunate accidents. We therefore call on parents not
to underestimate safety procedures and to follow the awareness-
raising programmes launched by the Child Safety Department on
an ongoing basis, which provide them with critical advice for child
protection and safety.
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Captain Saud Al-Shaiba
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Traffic and security efforts

For his part, Captain Saud Al-Shaiba, Director of Traffic Awareness
and Media Branch of the Sharjah Police General Command, men-
tioned, The Sharjah Police, in collaboration with its strategic part-
ners, have developed and implemented security and traffic plans
in all cities of the Emirate, particularly with regard to the safety of
children in vehicles. Al-Shaiba added that the getting out of the roof
of the car especially children, exposes them to a great risk of serious
injuries, and possibly to the risk of death.

Captain Al-Shiba reviewed the preventive measures and awareness-
raising initiatives that accompanied the campaign “Towards a Safe
Winter”, noting that the most notable irregularities observed during
the winter period were vehicle noise, non-compliance with traffic
signs and guidelines, motorcycle violations, violation of towing a
vehicle, boat or vehicle without a license, as well as violations of
children getting out of the window.

The Director of the Traffic Awareness and Media Branch at Sharjah
Police called on community members, citizens and residents, to abide
by the instructions and directives issued by the security authorities
during weather fluctuations in order to preserve their safety.
