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The Sharjah Police General Command achieved
99.4% in the general sense of safety index in
the Emirate of Sharjah, in addition to a set of
achievements in the indicators of the national
agenda and its strategic objectives during
the past year 2021, which came as a result of
continuous work that reflects the command’s
efforts towards institutional leadership.

This came during the sixth annual media
forum under the slogan “Sarjah is Safe” which
was organized by the Department of Media
and Public Relations, in cooperation with the
Sharjah Police Youth Council, in the presence of
its strategic partners from various audio-visual
and print media, to present its most outstand-
ing achievements during the past year, in the
new forensic laboratory building in the suburb
of Mughaidir.

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Forum activities

The Forum began with a field visit to the facilities of the new Criminal Laboratory Section.
Media professionals are aware of the highly qualified and skilled human resources in the
Laboratory, modern and sophisticated techniques for conducting chemical, physical and bio-
logical tests and drawing conclusions to identify the perpetrators, and their role in countering
and combating crime, thereby enhancing security and safety.

Then, a film that included some of the leading achievements of the Sharjah police during the
past year were introduced to the reporters, then the youth of the Sharjah Police then reviewed
all indicators of the national agenda, strategy, initiatives and innovative projects during 2022.
Capt. Rashid Abdullah Al-Dhoukhy spoke about the safety index Captain Omar Mohammed
Al-Nagbi, on Customer Happiness Index and Captain Saud Al-Shibah on Traffic Axis, Captain
Ali Abdullah Al-Muhairi spoke about the Response Speed Index and Lieutenant Amna Ali
Hassan in the Disturbing Crimes Index, and Lieutenant Sarah Mohammed Al-Zaroni in the
Drug Cases, 1st Lieutenant Badria Ali Al-Nagbi in the Awards of Excellence, in addition to the
forensic evidence by the 1st non-commissioned Technician Noura Abdul Jalil Hajjouni, and 1st
non-commissioned Nada Saif Al-Shamsi in the security media.

Sharjah is safe

The achievements of the Sharjah Police, which contributed to making the Emirate of Sharjah
a title of security and safety, included achieving (99.6%) the percentage of feeling safe dur-
ing the day, and (95.7%) feeling safe while wandering alone at night outside the house, and
a decrease in the disturbing crime index for every 100 thousand population, by (7.6%), and a
decrease in the index of crimes discovered from unknown persons by (21%), and the reported
crimes per 100.00 of the population about (408.8), with a decrease of (7%)
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Drug free society

The forum reviewed the achievements of the
Sharjah Police Anti-Narcotics Department in
maintaining a drug-free society and educating its
members about its dangers, as the department
dealt with (201) cases of trafficking and promo-
tion, arrested all its elements, and thwarted their
plans in qualitative operations, including the
case of apricots, poisoned ground, poisoned rope,
extinguishers, and the lightning force that top-
pled the gang in less than 48 hours.

Regarding the awareness programs, the forum
confirmed an increase in the number of aware-
ness programs by 58.8% compared to last year,
by (81) awareness programs benefiting (16,288)
people, with an increase rate of 37.8 percent
compared to 2020.

Forensic Laboratory

With regard to the forensic laboratory, the exami-
nation of forensic evidence revealed the number
of prints received (242,595), and (66,416) tech-
nical examinations were conducted for these
prints,and a number of (13,994) technical reports
were completed.

Among the most important pioneering and
research development projects achieved by the
laboratory in 2021 is the provision of (14) spe-
cialized devices to be added to the technical
devices owned by the laboratory, bringing the
total number to 402, in addition to the projects
represented in the drug imprint project and the
project of adopting scientific research for univer-
sity students.

The laboratory was unique in discovering four
new substances of the drug (Spice), and as a
result of this discovery, it was included in the
schedule of the Federal Law on Narcotics Control.
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Traffic indicators in the Emirate of Sharjah
achieved during the year 2021 a significant
decrease in the death rate resulting from traffic
accidents, reaching (21%) per 100,000 people,
and a decrease in the rate of road accidents
to (3%) per 10,000 vehicles, in addition to a
decrease in the rate of accident injuries resulting
from run overs to (27%), and carrying out (12)
traffic and awareness campaigns.

Complete preparedness

Sharjah Police is keen to achieve its objectives
in line with the Ministry of Interior’s strategic
objectives to ensure preparedness in the face
of events. The preparedness index for events
in 2021 achieved an estimated 16% reduction
in the response rate, with emergency response
time reaching 5.41 minutes compared to the year
2020 recorded (6.45 minutes)
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96.8% Customer Happiness Rate

The achievements included achieving the happiness index of customers with Sharjah Police by
(96.8%) during the year 2021, and the satisfaction rate reached (96%) through (92) digital services
through electronic applications. The forum also reviewed the number and classification of cus-
tomer happiness centers according to the international star rating system for services, which was
represented in (16) main centers, and (15) sub-centers, of which four centers were rated four stars,
and two centers were rated five stars, by providing police services with high quality and efficiency,
in which the waiting rate reached ( 1.48) minutes, with a decrease of (55%) compared to the year
2020, which was (4) minutes, while the time for applying for the service in the happiness centers
spread in the emirate reached (1.54) minutes, a decrease of (32%) than in The year 2020, and the
amount (2.48) minutes.

Security media and quality of life

the Sharjah Police’s belief in the role of security media and its importance in communicating with
all segments of society, by spreading security and traffic awareness through various media and
social networking sites, contributed to enhancing the quality of security life, by publishing (29,374)
media items that included ( 174) film material, (633) press releases, (1126) inquiries and observa-
tions, (27274) tweets on social media,and (167) educational filters, in addition to security and traffic
awareness campaigns that benefited about (1,628). 030 beneficiaries, which resulted in achieving
positive results for the community’s satisfaction with security media messages by (95%) in com-
munication, and knowledge with the community, and (96%) the percentage of active participation
in societal achievements through various media and social networking sites.

Pioneering initiatives and projects, and awards for excellence

There are (15) strategic projects and initiatives launched during 2021 that varied between secu-
rity, traffic, community and service, and aimed at
enhancing the quality of life for the UAE commu-
nity, in order to achieve the vision of the Ministry of
Interior to make the UAE one of the best countries
in the world In achieving security and safety, and in
terms of awards for excellence, Sharjah Police won
(7) awards of excellence at the local, regional and
global levels during 2021, which varied between
institutional and individual awards.

Security and safety

Security is one of the most important factors that must be
present in all events and occasions, whether they are religious,
social, and cultural or other occasions. Sharjah Police, represent-
ed by the Department of Criminal Investigation, has called for
intensifying its security efforts throughout the year in general,
and during the month of Ramadan in particular, with the aim of
strengthening public control measures.

Brigadier Ibrahim Al-Ajeel, Deputy Director of Police Operations
at the General Command of Sharjah Police told Al-Shurti
Magazine, that plans had been made to redouble efforts to
reduce the most widespread negative phenomena during the
month by focusing on awareness-raising and warning, in the
belief that it was important to raise awareness in support of our
efforts in this area by committing members of the public not to
empathize with beggars, to allow them to achieve their goals
of making money illegally, to report their whereabouts and to
ensure that their money are directed through legitimate chan-
nels represented by recognized charities officially.

Brigadier Ibrahim Al-Ajeel added that the phenomenon of beg-
gary at intersections, mosques, malls and in front of homes
sometimes is one of the most dangerous phenomena that dis-
turb the peace of the holy month, where beggars take advantage
of the Holy Month to collect money in an illegal manner pun-
ishable by law, Al-Ajeel emphasizes strengthening cooperation
and informing the security authorities directly through “guard”
“Hares” service or calling 901, when seeing such behaviors that
reflect on the reputation and image of the community.

Iftar cannon

The Iftar cannon is a tradition that has been performed for dec-
ades in the Emirate of Sharjah to announce the time of iftar and
alert the public to the time of Iftar or Suhoor. The Iftar cannon
is a tradition followed in many Islamic countries, and it is one of
the historical legacies that have persisted over the long years in
the United Arab Emirates.
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To know more about the community participation that the Sharjah
Police General Command provides to the public, Al-Shurti Magazine
interviewed Colonel Ashour Sabt, Director of the Special Tasks
Department, who said: The General Command of Sharjah Police
used to share the community’s joy at the arrival of the blessed
month of Ramadan by perpetuating the ancient inherited custom
of firing the Iftar cannon, where people gather in various locations
identified by the Special Tasks Department of the General Command

of Sharjah Police. The four locations include Al Majaz Waterfront, Al
Dhaid Fort in Al Dhaid City, the Clock Tower in Kalba City, and Khor
Fakkan Theatre.

Roads Security

On the other hand, Lieutenant Colonel Omar Buganem, Deputy Director of the Traffic and
Patrol Department of the Sharjah Police, stated that the traffic plan statistics is updated
annually which ensured road safety in general and in Sharjah, particularly in residential and
commercial areas, which included markets as a centre of movement during the month of
Ramadan, therefore (105) patrols were provided in the Emirate of Sharjah 24 hours a day in
the holy month to ensure traffic safety.

He added: Excessive speed is one of the most common causes of traffic accidents, espe-
cially in the month of Ramadan. The reasons are due to the nature of the culture we have,
as some try to drive quickly in order to reach their destination on time to be at the Iftar
table, and therefore you find them trying to reach their homes as quickly as possible, and in
these moments, he turns into a potential killer, violating the traffic rules that may end his
life, stressing that wrong and random parking also common during the holy month, such as
parking in front of the markets or on the street, which may cause congestion and obstruct
traffic
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Ramadan notes

In the same context, Al-Shurti Magazine met with Dr. Abdullah Al-Kamali,
senior advisor at the Department of Islamic Affairs and Charitable Activities
in Dubai, who said: In this month, the gates of Paradise are opened, and this
month is the month of the Quran, so every letter you recite has a good deed
and a good deed is rewarded ten times as much.

Dr. Al-Kamali continued, saying: Fasting is training for the soul to be patient
and endurance, so the fasting person should avoid gossip and talking
behind people’s back, and we must also leave the bad things that some
people have been familiar with in the month of Ramadan, especially the
issues of waste in food and drink, so ensure that you make the right amount
of food.

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The Holy Month of Ramadan and its spirituality repre-
sent a wonderful opportunity to rearrange the family’s
status to rejuvenate love, affection and communication
among its members.

One of the blessings of this holy month and its positive
effects on family life is that, from the record of mar-
riages and divorces every year during Ramadan, we find
that this month’s divorce rate is almost completely non-
existent. A couple rarely comes to seek a divorce dur-
ing Ramadan. Even if this happens, the Family Adviser
is trying hard to reform and reconcile the spouses, as
the husbands are more receptive to advice during the
month of Ramadan, because it is still the concepts of
religious values and teachings that govern and guide
people’s actions and lives.

One of the most important factors helping to reduce
problems among couples in Ramadan is the family’s
taking advantage of this precious once-a-year opportu-
nity to repair their conditions, and many couples regain
feelings of love, affection and tolerance again, as well
as the restoration of many positive values, behaviors
and warm feelings .

These include deepening family communication as
family members are attracted to talk and dialogue;
This brings greater understanding, affection among
its members, as well as the performance of Ramadan
worshipers from fasting, prayer, zakat and charity. The
spirituality of this holy month is an opportunity for
couples to be trained for an entire month to manage
their passions and to control the anger that turns our
homes into battlefields; Because anger is at the root of
the rise in bad feelings in our entire lives.

In addition, many families have taken the month of
Ramadan to get rid of bad eating habits that depend on
quantity, not quality, by virtue of limiting them to Iftar
and suhoor.
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Undoubtedly, the state of faith experienced by the
fasting person resulting from his closeness to Allah
is reflected in his behavior, to keep him in a state
of tranquility and reassurance. His reaction to emo-
tions, influences and pressures turns into a calm,
rational response far from “breaking ‘, meaning that
his nerves become under control, and this makes his
whole life in general move in a balanced way.

This annual truce during Ramadan is an opportunity
for couples to think and make their Ramadan behav-
iour permanent throughout the year, until problems
are resolved and misunderstandings between them
are removed in order to preserve the family and
society as a whole.

But some do not know this state of faith that the
fasting person experiences as a result of his close-
ness to Allah, so his reaction to emotions, influences
and pressures turns into an irrational response that
is closer to evasion in dealing with family problems,
and this makes his whole lif, and this gives us an
indication of the suffering experienced by some
spouses, where the dissolution of the bonds of psy-
chological stability, as well as the accumulation of
problems without a solution.

One of the most important social benefits that the
holy month of Ramadan brings to the family is that
when its members gather for Iftar or suhoor, they
have a unique opportunity to talk cordially about
their affairs. Hence, the spirit of free discussions
should prevail and this “Ramadan” family gathering
should shade the spirit of “shura”. Which adds to the
family an ethical, social and educational dimension
that benefits both the young and the old.

The holy month of Ramadan could also become a
rare educational opportunity for your children to
learn how to distribute household income among the
various objects of expenditure, and how to shorten
some of the expenditures to manage what can be
spent.

At the opening of the main session, moderated by Talal Al-Handasi,
noted that the session contained four working papers, the first of which
was presented by Brigadier General Abdullah Mubarak Bin Amer, Deputy
Commander-in-Chief of the Sharjah Police, at which he spoke of the
“security situation in the Emirate of Sharjah” and the command’s con-
cern to raise the sense of security and strengthening of trust between
the police and members of society. The nature of the eastern region
was security-sensitive, and there were no phenomena that disturbed
the security apparatus. Many future plans and initiatives have been
developed that have contributed significantly to the high level of secu-
rity in the Emirate of Sharjah, including in the eastern region, including
the security presence, which has been one of the most visible means
of reducing crime and using modern techniques to enhance security, as
well as to monitor and deal with negative behaviour on social media
and cyber-crime sites, and to raise public awareness of their dangers
and ways of protecting them from becoming victims.

Projects aimed at reducing crime

On “Future Plans for Combating and Reducing Crime,” the Deputy
Director- of the General Directorate of Police Operations, Brigadier
Ibrahim Musbah, presented the second paper at the Forum, indicating
that social changes and social values have changed in society. These
changes have been reflected in security work, forcing us, as a security
agency, to keep pace with the changes in society in order to preserve
the family, in accordance with the changes, we have created plans for
rehabilitation, reform and monitoring that have been developed to keep
pace with these changes.

The Brigadier then reviewed the most important initiatives and projects
as an application “Guard,” which aims to communicate with the pub-
lic, report on negative phenomena, follow up on public observations
immediately. He also reviewed “Mobile Police Station Service,” which
aims to increase the level of safety and 24-hour presence, in addition
to “Scrap and spare parts” initiative, which aims to regulate the sale and
purchase of spare parts and to create a regulatory system that includes
a database that contributes to the detection of reports and the reduc-
tion of theft.

Eastern Region Achievements and Challenges

The third paper, “Eastern Region: Achievements and Challenges,” was
presented by Colonel Dr. Ali Alkai Al-Hamoudi, Director of the Eastern
Region Police Department, who addressed the challenge of COVID 19
and the cooperation with agencies such as the Ministry of the Interior,
the Ministry of Health, the relevant federal and local authorities, and
positive cooperation from all segments of society and volunteers.
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Colonel Dr. Al-Hamoudi reviewed the
criminal and traffic indicators for
the eastern region and their positive
decline over the past three years.
“We have seen a decline in the crime
index of concern in eastern cities
(Khorfakkan, Kalba, Dibba Al-Hisn)
over the past year, by recording one
disturbing crime, compared to three
in 2020 and eight in 2019. This is
due to ongoing preventive plans and
programmes and the proliferation of
security patrols”

On the Eastern Region Criminal
Reports Index, he pointed out that it
was concentrated in social and fam-
ily reports, much of which related
to social media reports. The index
of cases settled over the past three
years (1043) in 2019, 824 in 2020
and 1095 in 2021.The Eastern Region
road mortality index was 4 deaths in
2019, 5 deaths in 2020 and 3 deaths
in 2021.

He noted that the home impoundment service was
introduced in the Eastern Region by the end of 2019,
where 585 vehicles have been impounded through
this service so far. He noted that at the end of 2021,
a decrease of (40%) was observed in the demand for
services as a result of the smart transformation of
services, and we have an increase in services related
to driver services, amounting to (55,221) thousand
transactions, and this service is provided with the
partner Sharjah Driving Institute. With regard to the
vehicle inspection centers, the center will be ready
soon in the city of Khorfakkan in coordination with
the partners, and the new vehicle inspection head-
quarters will be opened in the city of Kalba in coor-
dination with the partner in providing the service
(Tasjeel Company).

He also reviewed the Eastern Region’s Happiness of
the Client Index, which was an important indicator,
stating that the indicator had evolved positively over
the three years, reaching 95.2% in 2019 and 97% in
2020 and 98% in 2021. He reviewed the Service Time
Index, where the average service delivery in 2021 was
1:24 while the waiting time index for the same year
was 0:36 at the drivers and licensing centers.

We are enjoying a comprehensive urban renaissance, marked by His Highness the ruler of Sharjah,
who himself is responsible for re-planning the future of the region and its development paths. The
command has therefore developed a future plan, which includes updating the human and material
resources that serve the expansion of the region and contribute primarily to the strengthening of
security.

Deepening the communication channels between the police and the community

To complement the Forum’s sessions, Lt. Col. Dr. Rugayya Jassim Al Mazmi, Director of the Social
Support Center introduced the fourth working paper entitled “ “The role of the Social Support
Center in the service of the community” explained that the Social Support Center deals confiden-
tially with the issues received by the Center. These issues include family and family disputes. We
also seek to develop solutions that contribute to the promotion of family cohesion and safeguard
it from disintegration.

The most prominent recommendations and honoring the supporting partners

The forum came out with a set of recommendations, the most important of which is activating the
role of the family in caring for their children and bearing the greater part of the responsibility and
inviting parents to use “Najeed” service when needed to open family reports in secrecy and give
space to the security apparatus to solve problems away from rushing to transfer cases, and follow
up on the application of the law of modesty, enhancing the capabilities of the commands staff to
deal with reports and cybercrime to keep pace with everything that arises and emerging.
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Bridges for communication and constructive integra-
tion to serve the Emirate of Sharjah

To get acquainted with the views and aspirations
of community members from the forum, Al-Shurti
Magazine conducted interviews with some of the
families and partners who were present.At the begin-
ning, we met Mr. Suleiman Muhammad bin Jum'oh
Al Yahyai, Chairman of the Board of the Suburbs
and Villages Affairs Department in Dibba Al-Hisn,
who said that it is necessary to hold these forums
to inform the people and partners of the police’s
achievements, efforts and services to enhance the
principle of consultation and listen to opinions to
reduce negative phenomena and reduce the rates of
crimes and violations to reach a more safe society.

In a related context, Eng. Ayman Rashid Al Nagbi, !

Director of the Department of Planning and Surveying
Branch in Khorfakkan, said in his speech that Sharjah
Police believes in the role of community groups in
supporting the security work system and its integra-
tion and its effective contribution to spreading posi-
tive concepts and the interdependence of the family
and social relationship, which ensures enhancing the
quality of life and cohesion of the community.

Mr. Khalid Ahmed Al Shehhi - Director of the Sharjah
Institute for Heritage branch in Khorfakkan believes
that the importance of the forum lies in building

bridges of communication, creating partnerships, ‘

and enhancing communication between the police
and society on matters related to the security of the
region, addressing negativities, and trying to reduce
crime and combat it for the advancement of society.
Mrs. Awatef Abdullah Al-Rawai Al-Nagbi, Director of
the Environment and Natural Reserves Authority in
Khorfakkan added that during the forum, it became
clear to the community the important roles and
achievements that the police play to serve the com-
munity and the family in particular.

For his part, Mr. Abdullah Ahmed Al Nagbi, Head of
Operation Department at the Sharjah Contact Center,
stressed that we at the Sharjah Contact Center of

Enhancing the quality of the traffic environment

Lieutenant-Colonel Omar Bughanim, Deputy Director of the Traffic and
Patrols Department at Sharjah Police, pointed out that the campaign, which
was launched in conjunction with the campaign of the Ministry of Interior,
“demonstrates the negative repercussions, as a result of not following the
traffic regulations and instructions that enhance road safety.”

Lt. Col. Bughanim explained that the Federal Traffic and Traffic Law and its
implementing regulations indicated that the wrongdoer will be
liable to a fine of Dhs600 and 6 traffic points, while the driver
who commits a violation of not giving way to vehicles that have
the priority of the next road shall be punished. From behind or
from the left side, you will be fined Dhs400.

The Deputy Director of the Traffic and Patrols Department
stressed that the police leaderships in the UAE are uniting their
security efforts to maintain the safety and security of drivers and
pedestrians on the roads.

He also called on motorists and road users to abide by the rules
and regulations of traffic on internal and external roads, adhere
to the specified speeds, and to be careful and attentive while
driving to prevent traffic accidents.

Reminding Drivers

On the importance of reminding drivers of traffic rules, Captain
Saud Al Sheba, Director of the Traffic Awareness Branch of the
Sharjah Police Traffic and Patrol Department, said: In order to
achieve the strategic objectives of the Ministry of the Interior,
the Sharjah Department of Traffic and Patrols, launched the
awareness campaign ““your commitment leads to your safety””
Its launch required statistical monitoring, which indicates a rise
in irregularities and incidents of wrongdoing and sudden devia-
tion.
