The aim, he added, was to raise
the public’s awareness of the role and impor-
tance of policeman in maintaining security and
stability; to deepen sense of belonging and
national identity; to promote positive partici-
pation in achieving country’s prosperity and to
acquaint students with military skills as they
are the future generation. He said that our role
was to help students make the best out of sum-
mer holiday, adding that the present session
encompassed awareness lectures in such fields
as security, social, traffic, health etc.




Lectures titles included: Digital Safety,
Security Sense, Be My Friend, Emergencies,
Self-confidence and Patriotism, he said.
The program also included workshops
at Sharjah Art Foundation; Innovation
Labs at Sharjah Research, Technology
and Innovation Park and at Sharjah
Academy for Astronomy, Space sciences
& Technology. There were also visits to
Sharjah Museum of Islamic Civilization.

Lt Colonel Obeid Abdul Rahman Al Asam,
Head of Training Affairs Section at Police
Science Academy in the following inter-
view touched upon Sharjah Police’s keen-
ness on organizing such summer sessions.
He pointed out that during the last two years, the
summer program was conducted virtually due to
the pandemic, but achieved its intended goals. This
year, he continued, preparations were in full swing
to launch the 35th edition of the program to be
attended in person. He further underscored the
pivotal role assumed by Police Academy in provid-
ing students with training. The program included
interactive lectures; military and sport training under
the supervision of Academy’s trainers and a working
team trained on dealing with students of various
age groups. Students receive training on swimming,
Padel Tennis, Judo, Taekwondo, Karate, Jiu Jitsu, vir-
tual shooting and military training in addition to
discipline, self-confidence and leadership skills. He
moreover added that the program managed to raise
enrollees’ awareness of the importance of policemen
and of the community partnership between individu-
als and community.

Major General Al Shamsi said, “June 26 is a renewed
call for all societies to stand one side in the face of
the drugs’ scourge and assume societal and human
responsibility to combat this risk, as its effects extend
to various sectors of life such as health, social, economic
and security. World Anti-Drug Day is an important call
to strengthen the spirit of coordination and cooperation
in combating this global phenomenon through spread-
ing awareness and implanting a sense of community
responsibility. The first steps to confront this scourge
begin with parents’ essential and significant role in
monitoring their children’s behaviors and knowing their
relationships because they are the spine of the future
in building development, and the targeted group to fall
into addiction or become a drug dealer.

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The Commander-in-Chief of Sharjah Police added: “Our
security and police services emphasize that we continue
to fight this scourge with determination, and combat
the smugglers and drug promoters, no matter how
their criminal methods might be. We are sure about our
society’s awareness and responsibilities in integrating
a way that achieves the security’s vision of security and
implements its national drug control strategy. As well
as keeping up with modern developments and using
the best techniques to achieve the best security rates in
solidarity with all international and regional efforts to
reduce the spread of this scourge and prevent attempts
to export them through the countries, for a safe society
and a drug-free future ” He also confirmed that each
parent or department director plays an important role,
the same as the police and security services’ role. They
are responsible for monitoring their children or mem-
bers and raising awareness to not fall into this dark cave.

The Commander-in-Chief of Sharjah Police noted that
the challenges the world faces in today’s reality or
through cyberspace are enormous, with the spread of
social media that became available in all hands. As
security agencies, we must take responsibility to prevent
society from this threat, using the best innovative digital
technologies and practices applied globally, to preserve
the stability of Sharjah’s community in particular, and to
make the UAE one of the world’s best in addressing the
scourge of drugs.
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Lit. Col. Majed Al Asam, Director of the Drug Control Department,
said that: “ways of spreading drugs vary according to today’s evo-
lution of technological networks. Drug cartels have been trading
electronically, randomly sending messages through social media
by sending pictures and voice notes to deliver the drugs anywhere
in the country.” In Addition, Lit. Col. AL Asam added that the Drug
Control Department successfully suppressed large drug operations
exceeding 200 field and electronic promoting procedures. Including
a seizure of more than four million and six hundred thousand drug
tablets and more than a thousand six hundred and thirty kilos of
narcotic substances, with a market value of 135 million dirhams.

At the end of the ceremony, Commander-in-chief honored the
Strategic partners and the Drug Control Department for their
efforts in protecting the community from the danger of the drug
scourge, as well as honoring retired employees of Sharjah Police
who made considerable efforts in serving their country and society.

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Summer Holiday, an Opportunity
to Get Closer to Children
How Can Parents Refresh Their
Children and Enhance Their Hobbies?

During summer holidays, we can boost our children’s talents by
means of a host of activities and events, making them rapturous
after their stress during exams. Summer is tantamount to be an

opportunity that parents should seize upon to get closer to
their children. The following reportage throws the spot-
light on how to make the best out of summer vaca-
tion, away from virtual world: adopting a method
involving constructive discussion, cohesion and
engagement with children in their hobbies and
interests. This would bring about an ambitious
and aware generation.

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Keeping children safe on beaches

According to Director of Child Safety Department Hanadi Al Yafai, the Department focuses
on launching awareness campaigns during holidays throughout the year with the mission
of raising the public’s awareness about the paramount importance of safeguarding children
from all risks. There are a host of activities for parents and children to carry out during
summer holiday, she said: some opt for gaining new skills; others mix useful activities with
entertainment: go swimming, travelling, etc. Our main concern at Child Safety Department,
she added, is that children safety during summer be a top priority no matter choices opted
for by families. In this regard, the department launches its wide-scale campaigns targeting
children, teenagers, baby sitters and domestic helpers.

Children’s safety first

Child safety activities this summer were launched as part of a wide-scale awareness cam-
paign covering all seasons, a campaign dubbed “ Their Safety First”, she further added. She
also pointed out that, during summer as part of the said campaign, the focus would be on
safety measures curbing associated accidents, and that the summer awareness campaign
would run for 3 months during which brochures and videos embodying awareness tips
would be disseminated in many languages on the department’s social media accounts. She
moreover touched upon the awareness activities carried out jointly with department’s part-
ners for raising awareness among social media audience, public beach goers, hospitals and
pharmacies visitors along with visitors of some hotels and of “ Tadbeer Centers, Ministry of
Human Resources and Emiratization. Director of Child Safety Department further added
that a host of awareness brochures would be disseminated throughout this year. Targeting
parents and care providers, such brochures would be in various languages, with a manual
on summer swimming being Chief among the said brochures. The manual would be dis-
tributed to the target audience on beaches and in hotels across the Emirate of Sharjah, and
would be made available for the public on the website of Child Safety Department. The said
manual, she explained, was intended to raise parents’ awareness of keeping children safe
while swimming. Safety tips include: using lifejackets rather than floats for children who
cannot swim; using sunscreen; drinking plenty of water and liquids; making sure the child
had a snack one hour before swimming; helping baby sitters who supervise more children;
acquainting children with emergency numbers, and teaching them to ask for help loudly in
case of any accident and to call 998.

Promoting safe practices

She also stated that the manual contains swimming pool tips for domestic helpers, including
keeping swimming pool gate locked all the time to avoid its use by children in the absence
of adults and supervising children while swimming. The manual, she added, also contains
tips on measures that should be taken while children are on board the vehicle and while
getting off it. Such tips include: enabling child lock; helping the child get off the vehicle;
keeping the child’s hand away before locking the vehicle door and avoiding reversing until
children are inside the house. We are keen on promoting safe practices stated in our various
brochures: through disseminating the same via radio and on social media as videos to pre-
vent various accidents associated with school holiday, she added. She also urged upon par-
ents the paramount importance of exercising more caution and taking all safety measures
so that children can be protected from summer accidents: such accidents can be prevented
by keeping a watchful eye on children during playing; by spending ample time with children
and never leave them unattended.

1st Lieutenant Talia Al Sadi
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A Successful investment

To throw the spotlight on proper upbringing, 1st Lieutenant Talia
Al Sadi, Director of Crime Victims Socio-psychological Support
Branch at Social Support Center said in this interview that the
most successful investment is the upbringing of children with val-
ues instilled from an early age. This, she added, could be done by
means of distribution of roles between parents. She came to that
conclusion based on the nature of her work which involves dealing
with family issues on a daily basis. The best way, she added, to deal
with children when making a mistake is to explain to them the
risk associated with that mistake to prevent its recurrence. Reward
and punishment system, she said, is advisable for children aged
between 2 and 12: praising the proper behavior and rewarding the
same and imposing punishment for misbehavior: explaining the
mistake made and punishing the child by preventing him/her from
what he/she likes. This system could be implemented using stars
on a distinction board, she explained.

Ongoing supervision of children

1st Lieutenant Talia Al Sadi also turned the spotlight on adoles-
cence. She urged parents to be friends with their children in this
stage by means of getting closer to and interacting with them,
particularly during summer holiday, an opportunity that should
be seized upon by parents to spend quality time with children to
enhance mutual trust. She also added that parents have to realize
that adolescents are going through a crucial stage during which
their ideas and personalities see a change; so, it is advisable that
they be allowed to do what they like with some restrictions, and
to deal firmly in case they misbehave. She also urged upon par-
ents the importance of follow - up and guidance during summer
holiday, and concluded that a happy family is where children enjoy
psychological comfort: proper behaviors of parents influence those
of children; we have to nurture a well-informed generation which
is capable of shouldering responsibility in line with our country’s

interest.

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Shaping personality traits

Psychologist Ghaya Al Shamsi, of Private Rehabilitation Center at
Sharjah Police G.H.Q stated that the best parental model for children
to follow is a model in which parents mix daily real life situations
with educational methods using a social, interactive manner, and this
is particularly effective in the case of children aged between 3 and 7
years old. She also said that parents’ words and deeds should reflect
such values as honesty and transparency, and that presence of parents
throughout the year, including during holidays causes child’s personal-
Psychologist Ghaya Al Shamsi ity to be balanced: father’s personality traits differ from those of moth-
er, so they should assume each other’s role in case one is absent. In
order for the mother or father to assume each other’s role so well, she
said, family and educational counselling from specialists is required.
She also pointed out that calm dialogue with children and knowing
more about children’s daily situations causes them to get closer to
their parents; builds their trust and brings about harmony: parents’
failure to respect children’s opinions and parents’ sticking to their
opinions would spoil parents-children relationship, paving the way for
evil friends to ruin children’s future. She summed up advising parents
that the widespread use of social media among children, and the fact
that social media became the first preference for children when it
comes to spending spare time may constitute a gap between parents
and children. So, she said, summer vacation is deemed an opportunity
teeming with rapturous situations that remain in the memories of
children who will also pass them to their children and grandchildren.
Parents, she said, have to occupy their children’s free time by encour-
aging them to practice sports in a club so as to keep them away from
social media and to follow up their children and know their friends.
The ample free time during holidays, she advised, should be used
ideally: children can attend various training courses, including those
of the Islamic Forum to strengthen faith and get acquainted with the
prophetic biography and companions’ morals as role models; during
summer holidays ties of kinship can also be fostered.

Major General Saif Al Zari Al Shamsi, General Commander of Sharjah Police attended
Happiness Harvest celebrations held at the venue of Cultural Palace, where directors
general, their deputies, directors of departments, heads of customer service centers and
a huge number of Sharjah Police distinguished personnel were present. Following the
national anthem which marked the beginning of the celebrations, General Commander
of Sharjah Police made a speech in which he stressed the paramount importance
of human resources in bringing about vision and directions of the country. General
Commander of Sharjah Police also stated in his speech that human resources were the
cornerstone of police by which distinction in all work areas intended to promote safety,
security and wellbeing within UAE’s community is achieved. General Commander,
moreover, described customer service as a priority and a strategic objective; delivery of
high-standard services as a working method and improvement of services as a major
objective; the aim of which is to facilitate services for UAE nationals, residents and
visitors as they have the right to receive a service that befits UAE’s standing in general,
and the Emirate of Sharjah in particular.
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Finally, General Commander of Sharjah Police expressed his thanks to task
forces and to all Sharjah Police personnel, lauding their huge efforts that
brought about successive achievements in all security and police indica-
tors, and achieved customer happiness as per total quality standards.
Director of Strategy & Performance Development Dept Colonel Tarig Al
Madfa pointed out that The UAE government deems customer happiness
a core, and consolidates happiness concepts so as to become a culture
and a working method across all customer happiness centers. He also
explained The UAE Strategy for Government Services 2021 -2025, and the
vision of becoming the best government in government services world-
wide. He further reviewed principles, objectives and enablers of trust and
efficiency indicators as well as results of indicators of customer happi-
ness with Sharjah Police. In 2021, customer happiness with Sharjah Police
was 96.8%, and happiness with digital services was 96% (92 services).
Waiting time at service centers decreased by 55%: in 2021 it was 1.48
minutes while in 2020 it was 4.00 minutes. Moreover, he stated the
result of service delivery time at service centers which decreased by 32%:
in 2021 service delivery time was 1.54 minutes, compared with 2.48
minutes in 2020. Digital services delivered over 2021 rose to 48%, and
mystery shopper to 6.3%. Major General Saif Al Zari Al Shamsi during the
celebrations honored distinguished service centers along with winning
task forces and those provided support for achieving outstanding police
indicators that brought about the strategic objectives of customer happi-
ness promotion. Sharjah Police Service Center at AL Ramtha was named
the best happiness center in 2021.

Al Gharb Comprehensive Police station achieved first place under Best
Customer Happiness Center Category, and according to mystery shopper
2021 results; the second place was achieved by Sharjah Police Service
Center at Central Region and the third by Drivers’ Testing, Khorfakkan.
Under Best Customer Happiness Center Category according to survey
results, Sharjah police Service Center at Central Region achieved first
place; Wasit Comprehensive Police Station second place and Security of
University City third place. Under Waiting Time Indicator, Drivers’ Licensing
Section, Kalba City, achieved first place; Drivers’ Licensing Section,
Khorfakkan City second and Dibba Al Hisn third. Drivers’ Licensing, Kalba
City achieved first place under Service Delivery Time Indicator; while
Kalba Police Station came in second place and Sharjah Police Service
Center at Eastern Region third. General Commander of Sharjah Police
honored distinguished happiness; proactive service and supportive tasks
forces at various Sharjah Police Service Centers, urging them to redouble
efforts to achieve institutional excellence in all policing areas.
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Making Use of E- Scooters Safer

Sharjah Police is always keen on Road users’ safety in
general,and with that end in view, Sharjah Police moni-
tors errant behaviors posing danger to road users. In
line with Sharjah Police’s objectives derived from MOI’s
strategy of making roads safer, Sharjah Police took a
host of measures on the use of e- scooters.

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In the following interview with
Captain Saud Al Shaiba, Director
of Awareness and Traffic Media
at Sharjah Police G.H.Q, Al Shurti
Magazine throws the spotlight on
the widespread use of e-scooters.
Captain Saud showed number
of traffic tickets issued to riders
of e-scooters over 2021, along
with number of accidents. He con-
firmed that e-scooters reckless
use on public road poses a major
risk that should be addressed: a
systematic plan should be devel-
oped and a host of measures
should be taken to protect users
and make roads safer.

Raising awareness
Captain also added that their
team had doubled its awareness-
raising efforts in a number of
Sharjah Police social media sites
and through distributing aware-
ness brochures and posting vid-
eos showing risks associated with
unsafe use of e-scooters, includ-
ing claiming lives of both riders
and road users. Awareness cam-
paigns also included a host of
tips and instructions for users of
e-scooters to abide by to avoid
fines and accidents.

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Monitoring violations and accidents
Captain Al Shaiba also pointed
out that (419) traffic tickets were
issued last year for using e-scoot-
ers in unsafe places, posing danger
to both riders and road users. As
regards accidents, Captain Al Shaiba
said that last year saw one accident.
E-scooters, he added, were mostly
used by those aged between (17)
and (24).

Traffic tips

Director of Awareness and Traffic
Media at Sharjah Police said that
e-scooters use in undesignated plac-
es and on public roads constitutes a
danger to riders and road users; he
urged users of e-scooters to avoid
reckless driving. He also urged upon
them the paramount importance of
using safety equipment; avoiding the
use of e-scooters at night and dur-
ing climate change and making sure
they are in good condition, including
lights.
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The Ministry of Interior makes proactive efforts to prevent all
incidents and risks. It works efficiently and effectively to ensure
the safety of lives and property, protect them from dangers,
reduce losses, and spread preventive awareness with qualified
cadres and equipment to keep the UAE’s vision the best globally.
In the summer, the Sharjah Police and the Civil Defense
Department intensify their efforts to enhance public safety to
reduce accidents that may occur in the summer, such as fires in
residential, commercial, or industrial facilities, most of which are
due to errors, or unaware human actions. In this regard, Al Shurti
highlights these efforts to deliver and spread an awareness-
raising culture in activities to be taken by the public to prevent
risks in society.

Col. Hani Al Dahmani, Director of Media and
Public Relations Department in Civile Defense
Department, stated to the Al Shurti: based on
guidance from His Excellency General Director of
Civil Defence of Sharjah, Brigadier Sami Al Naqgbi,
the General Directorate prepares a public aware-
ness plan at the beginning of each year covering
all commercial, residential and industrial sectors,
aimed at all segments of society through which the
Safe Summer Campaign is launched, and includes
three campaigns; “Safety in Industrial Areas” cam-
paign targeting factory workers, warehouses and
various activities, such as Carpentry, tires, scrape,
hazardous chemical activities, also, (safety in trave-
lers’ areas or roads) and (safe house) campaigns.
Awareness-raising plans are drawn up based on
an analysis of the number and fire accidents that
happened during the previous year. These plans
are developed according to the risks or causes of
such accidents. There are several reasons for fire
outbreaks, including negligence, one of the lead-
ing causes of fire outbreaks, lack of awareness,
poor electrical appliances, and random electrical
connections.

Lit. Col. AL Dahmani explained that the facilities’
completion certificate is done according to their
activity. There are low-risk, medium-risk, and high-
risk facilities, in addition to allocating a unique
code (UAE Code of Safety) at the Civil Defense
level in the country, so each facility has specific
requirements that must be available to obtain
the Civil Defense activities license. This comes in
coordination with our partners in the Economics
Department, which is part of excellent coopera-
tion with various government departments, each
according to its respective field. For facilities, there
are licensed (fire companies) from civil defense
to practice the profession and sign contracts with
the facilities to ensure that they meet the require-
ments.

Lit. Col. AL Dahmani mentioned that “fire devices
must be available in all facilities such as early
warning devices and sprayers. In addition, facilities
must sign contracts with fire companies approved
by the civil defense to provide safety requirements
in all buildings.

The Civil Defense carries out a regular or
sudden inspection to ensure the conti-
nuity of these devices’ effectiveness. We
warn society members to prevent elec-
tricity accidents by ensuring the safety
of electrical wires, not overloading them,
avoiding the use of additional connec-
tions, connecting the device directly from
the plug in the wall, and keeping electri-
cal connections as far as possible from
the reach of children.” Lit. Col. AL Dahmani
explained that there are several reasons
that can lead to vehicles fires, such as
lack of mechanical and electrical regular
maintenance, engine’s high temperature,
especially in the summer, in addition
to leaving flammable materials in the
vehicle such as Lighters, perfumes, and
sterilizations, these items may contain
petroleum materials that cause cars to
ignite. To avoid vehicle fire, we must pay
attention and take preventive measures,
for example, stop smoking, turn off the
engine while refueling, and ensure that
the fuel tank is tightly closed to prevent
leakage and avoid the risk of ignition. As
for travelers who are away from home
for extended periods, especially in the
summer, we always advise to secure the
house in terms of various electrical appli-
ances and close it very well, as well as
ensure that the gas valve is closed tightly
and placed in a suitable place away from
exposure to the sun for long periods and
there is access to ventilation, and make
sure smoke detectors work well.
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Lieutenant Colonel Al-Dahmani identified smoke
detectors as a national project in which all homes
in the UAE are linked to the operating room of Civil
Defense at the state level. These detectors contain
sensors that alert operating rooms of a fire accident or
any danger. All data are available in the Civil Defense,
such as the home’s location and the owner’s contact
number. Firstly, they call the homeowner to ensure he
needs help; if help is required, Civil Defense teams
move directly to the scene. And because of these
smoke detectors, the response time has been reduced,
so the fire aggravation and death rate have been
reduced.

Social Oversight

On his part, Lit. Col. Mohammed Ali Bin Haider, Deputy Director
of Al Buhairah Comprehensive Police Station, stated that; the
“Your belongings are your responsibility” awareness campaign
was launched in cooperation with the strategic partners Tawjeeh
Center and SRTA, which aimed to spread and enhance the concept
of belongings control since it has been found that the received
reports are due to neglect of vehicles’ owners such as; not lock-
ing the vehicle and keeping their belongings inside the car with
opened windows.

The campaign was launched in different languages to reach the
largest possible segment of the community. In addition, Lt Col.
Mohammed underlined the significant decrease in these com-
plaints due to the concerted efforts of all relevant partners and
the prominent role of community members who contribute posi-
tively to responding to police officers because of their awareness
of these practices. These complaints are dealt with by monitoring
and targeting hotspots where such behaviors are frequent and by
raising awareness of people around those areas and the public,
Increased security presence to arrest perpetrators. Regarding per-
sonal belongings and collectibles, we note that they should not
be left in visible places. We always advise community members to
ensure that they close vehicles and park in the right places.

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Some negative behaviors

On the other hand, Captain Saud Al Shaybah, Director
of the Traffic Awareness and Media Branch of the
Traffic and Patrol Department in Sharjah Police, stated
that each season has a traffic plan to maintain security
and safety and reduce negative behaviors on the road.
In summer, the focus is on parking in the disabilities
area, tire quality and safety, and using the phone while
driving.

There are also safety and technical standards of tires,
in which people consider the need to ensure that the
tires are manufactured in a new way, such as codes
for speeds and weight placed on tire’s sides, and of
course, light vehicles have different tires than trucks
and heavy vehicles. Regarding safety, there are some
criteria to focus on: the tire issuance, the general tire
condition is good and usable, and air control in the tire
must be appropriate.

Traffic awareness plans are developed based on the
monitoring of violations and accidents, and when a
particular location has frequent violations, patrols are
directed to consider the cause of the problem, If it is
due to the driver’s behavior or the place has a traffic
engineering error that can be fixed. These issues are
analyzed through traffic statistics in the Traffic and
Patrol Department to take action and increase aware-
ness. As for the traffic violation that falls under (art.
70), the failure of drivers to comply with traffic marks
and instructions costs a fee of (500aed); Because the
guidelines are made available to the public by all
means of communication, newspapers, and magazines,
and when a new license is submitted, instructions with
special manuals is given to the driver.
