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Sustainable partnership

Major General Saif Al-Zari Al-Shamsi said: “A sustainable partnership with
the media is the main supporter in strengthening institutional efforts
and the consolidation of security media values and objectives to achieve
sustainable security information in Sharjah, At this forum, we thank and
appreciate the media at all levels, especially the Sharjah Government
Media Bureau and Sharjah Broadcasting Authority as success partners
and leadership in the development process of Sharjah, Appreciating their
important and complementary role in promoting community awareness
and achieving the Ministry of Interior’s vision and strategy of 2023-2026,
which aims to make the UAE the best country in the world in achieving Major General Saif Al-Zari Al-Shamsi
security and safety.

The forum started with a film reviewing Sharjah Police’s pioneering

achievements over the past year, which advance sustainable development

goals, and enhance the security, community and awareness strategy, after

the film, the indicators of the national agenda and strategy and innovative

initiatives and projects during 2022 were reviewed.

Sense of Security Index

Lieutenant Yacoub Al-Mansoori from the Strategy and Performance Development
Department presented the percentage of sense of security, which contributed to making
the emirate a title of security and safety, where the percentage reached (98%). A decrease
in the index of crimes of concern per 100 thousand people, by (7%), while indicating a
significant decrease in the rate of road accidents per 10,000 vehicles, as it reached (22%),
in addition to a decrease in the rate of the number of deaths resulting from road accidents
per 10,000. vehicle, by ( 22%).

L.t Yacoub added that the indicator of readiness in facing events during 2022 noticed a
decrease in the response rate estimated by (15%), as the response time for emergencies
reached (4.58) minutes compared to 2021, as the operating rooms have achieved outstand-
ing results in receiving and handling reports according to the standards of quality and
efficiency, dealing with (1 million 802 thousand and 933) calls on 999 for emergencies, and
(213 thousand 883) calls on 901 allocated for non-emergency cases.
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The Customer Happiness Index for Services provided in
the service centres reached (94%), with a total num-
ber of (2 million 16,000 and 822) transactions during
2022. The satisfaction rate reached (96%) for the use
of online channels, website and the smart applica-
tion, and (93.7%) satisfaction with services provided
through customer happiness centres, reaching (1 min
18 sec) waiting time, waiting rate (1 minute).

Narcotics Control

Lieutenant Colonel Ahmed bin Rabia, Deputy Director
of the Narcotics Control Department, reviewed the
achievements of the Narcotics Control Department at
Sharjah Police in preserving a drug-free society and
raising awareness of its dangers. The department has
achieved an increase in seizures by (7.1%) in 2022 . The
most qualitative cases that were seized during 2022 were the “precious hunt”,“Eid operation”, safe
suburbs, and” the pre-emptive strike”. The number of awareness programs witnessed an increase
by (125) events and activities, rating (54.3%) over last year, benefited from (98 thousand and 252)
people.

Media Massages

For the security media, First Lieutenant Manea Al Nagbi, Director of the Security Campaigns Branch
at Sharjah Police, reviewed the role of the security media in enhancing the quality of security and
community life, and its importance in communicating with all segments of society.

1st L.t revealed a (100%) rate for the outreach message index to community members in Sharjah.
The number of security and traffic campaigns organized last year reached (17) campaign, benefit-
ing (3 million, 769 thousand, 144). In addition to the media materials that were completed during
2022, which are (478) press releases, (66) film materials, and (368) awareness fillers, in addition to
television and radio programs broadcast on Sharjah TV, and (111) events and activities.

Pioneering initiatives and projects

Sharjah Police’s achievements in 2022 included several strategic security, traffic and community
initiatives aimed at enhancing the quality of life of the UAE community, achieving the vision of the
Ministry of Interior to make the United Arab Emirates, the best countries in the world in achieving
security and safety, these include electronic periodicals, the Saher initiative, the “Sadad” initiative,
the embalming initiative, the “our Condolences “initiative, the visual investigation initiative, the
service center rehabilitation project, the Sharjah Elderly-friendly project, and the mobile service
center project.

The Sharjah Police reaped during 2022, which is obtaining (8) excellence awards at the local,
regional and global levels during 2022, which varied between institutional and individual awards,
including the Sheikha Fatima Bint Mubarak Program for Excellence and Societal Intelligence. The
number of intellectual works during the past year amounted (114) intellectual works, including
Drug imprint, and the Smart Periodical.
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Dialogue Session

The forum also included an open
dialogue session, with the official
spokespersons of the police depart-
ments, Brigadier Ahmed Abdulaziz
Shuhail, Director of the Penal and
Correctional Institution Department,
Colonel Youssef bin Harmoul,
Director of the Comprehensive
Police Stations Department, Colonel
Omar Ahmed Balzod, Director of the
Criminal Investigation Department,
and Colonel Nasser bin Afsan,
Director of Electronic Services
and Communications Department,
Lieutenant Colonel Muhammad Alai
Al-Nagbi, Director of the Traffic and
Patrols Department. The session
witnessed a wide interaction by
the media, and the response to all
questions and inquiries on various ad juill db> pinl sl
topics raised in all criminal, traffic,
community, and electronic fields.

At the end of the forum, His
Excellency the Commander-in-
Chief of Sharjah Police honored the
Sharjah Government Media Bureau,
the Sharjah Radio and Television
Authority, and media professionals
from external parties, in apprecia-
tion of their positive contributions
to achieving the objectives of the
Sharjah Police aimed at enhancing
security, safety, and the quality of
life for the UAE community.

Team, has intensified its security efforts throughout the year, and during Ramadan in
particular, with the aim of strengthening public control measures.

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Public cooperation

Lt. Col. Jassim bin Taliah, head of the beggar control team,
explained to (Al-Shurti Magazine) that the Sharjah Police
is keen to ensure security and combat the phenomenon
of begging in all its forms. A team to combat beggars and
street vendors was formed 3 years ago. The team is oper-
ated throughout the year, but efforts are intensified and
special plans are drawn up in the month of Ramadan due to
the exploitation of some people for this month in begging
operations.

A comprehensive plan has been drawn up to distribute police
personnel in all locations in Sharjah. The statistics have
shown that over the past 10 months, (1111) bagger have
been captured. Accordingly we noticed that beggars are usu-
ally present in vital places, such as mosques and shopping
centres.

He added that awareness campaigns about the seri-
ousness of begging in all languages have greatly
helped to raise public awareness. We have
received reports from Guard online service

(Haris) and the operating rooms from
members of the community who begin
to report these negative behaviours.

Lt. Col. Jassim bin Taliah concluded

by saying: “my message to mem-

bers of society that when seeing
such negative behaviors, please
report via 901, and to donate
through charities accredited
in UAE, and please do not
cooperate and tolerate with
beggars.”

Traffic Plan

For his part, Major Abdullah Al-Manthari, Head of
the Traffic and Patrols Department at the Police
General Headquarters, explained that Sharjah Police
attached great importance to the development of
traffic strategies in general and there is a special
agenda in the Department of Traffic and Patrols
for traffic on holidays and events, A rigorous traffic
plan has been developed for morning and evening
periods from 3 to 10 p.m., to facilitate movement in
front of mosques, restaurants and some commercial
markets.

For mosques, a coordination with Sharjah’s
Department of Islamic Affairs have been made, due
to the importance of the Emirate and its geographi-
cal location and its presence in the middle of the
Emirates, Sharjah’s road network is a transit zone for
all Emirates, whether internal or external.

With regard to the phenomenon of wrong park-
ing in the roads and opposite the mosques, which
may cause obstruction of traffic, Head of the Traffic
stressed that traffic awareness has a significant
role to play in reducing this phenomenon by raising
awareness on social media, as well as on radio and
television.

Al-Shurti Magazine met Major Saeed
Zaid Al-Khamiri, Director of the Strategy and
Performance Development Branch at the Special
Missions Department, to know more about the
participation that the General Command of the
Sharjah Police offers to the public.

Al-Khamiri said
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The General Command of the Sharjah
Police used to share with the com-
munity their joy in the holy month of
Ramadan by immortalizing the ancient
heritage habit. It prepared for this
event through the experiment of the
cannon and its renewal and the train-
ing and equipping of certain staff at the
emirate level in coordination between
the various departments and organi-
zational units to ensure the success of
this event. The Ramadan cannons were
located in four main locations, includ-
ing the Mejaz waterfront in Sharjah
City, the Khorfakkan Amphitheatre in
the Eastern Region, Al-Watan Tower in
Kalba City and the Central Region in
Al-Dhiad Fort.

As for the organization of the public
located near the Ramadan cannon, the
venue is cordoned off and the sur-
rounding public is organized through
barriers and security cordons and given
instructions for their safety, in addition
to the security presence, and the orga-
nization of the roads surrounding the
cannon in coordination with the Traffic
and Patrol Department.

The Sharjah Police General Command is keen

The Eastern Region Police Department of
Sharjah Police concluded its security and
awareness campaign “Safe Tourism”, which
was held in cooperation with the strategic
partners, the Sharjah Civil Defense Authority,
the Commerce and Tourism Development
Authority, the Mubadara Authority in Sharjah,
and the Sharjah International Marine Sports
Club.

The campaign aimed to enhance the aware-
ness of visitors to the region of the necessary
security measures and precautions during
their tours and their mountain and sea activi-
ties, and to provide a safe tourist environment
and provide distinguished services for tourists,
with a commitment to preserving their secu-
rity and safety, especially after a new stage
of development and modernization that the
region witnessed in its various service and
tourism facilities.

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Campaign goals

For the purpose of the campaign, Al-Shurti Magazine
met with Colonel Dr. Ali Alki Al-Hamoudi, Director of the
Eastern Region Police Department, who confirmed the
keenness of the Sharjah police to provide all avenues of
security and reassurance to the community.

Colonel Al-Hamoudi said that the campaign lasted
for three months and targeted tourists and visitors,
focusing on the implementation of awareness-raising
activities for tourists, guiding them on adherence to the
laws and standards of security and safety, familiarizing
them with tourist places and instructions regarding the
boarding of mountains and beaches.

The campaign emphasized the importance of adhering
to security and safety guidelines, in order to safeguard
their safety, efforts are intensified to serve tourist des-
tinations through security presence and a safe tour-
ist environment that promotes a sense of security to
reduce mountain sports incidents, mountain loss and
drowning incidents. He noted that the nature of the
region tempted many adventurers to practice their hob-
bies and sports, therefore, efforts must be combined
between the various institutions concerned to reduce
the risks of certain hobbies in order to preserve lives.

Adhere to safety requirements

The eastern region is an area that attracts many adven-
ture enthusiasts and tourists in order to enjoy various
mountain and marine sports. In addition to the presence
of citizen and resident families during the weekly holi-
days, which requires security and safety, it is imperative
for amateurs to climb and walk in the mountains to
ensure that their state of health allows them to exercise
this sport and they need to check the weather and stick
to the route guides, inform relatives where to be and
when to return and make sure to carry a searchlight,
mobile phone charger and first aid bag, and enough
food and drink before you start.

As for marine sports practitioners, it is also necessary to
inquire about the state of the weather and pay atten-
tion to the state of the wave before exercising any
marine sports. Children should be allowed to engage
in marine sports only under supervision and control;
Selecting the beaches with a rescue service, notifying
the escorts when disembarking the sea in anticipation
of any emergency.

SPACE FOR ART AT THE CRIME SCENE!!

We gave the image and its role in supporting security and promoting criminal justice special attention by
making the image a topic in radio programme (Aman Ya Beladi), which coincided with the International
Photography Festival (ExpoSharjah) launched early last February.

The purpose of this episode was to highlight the role that forensic photography plays in crime scenes in
supporting the process of reasoning and establishing authenticity before the justice system at various
stages of the case.

The photo is the definitive and unquestionable evidence of the criminal offence and how it was commit-
ted. The photos taken at the crime scene played an important role in demonstrating how the crime was
committed and its circumstances, whether through photos taken directly by photographers of the crime
scene team, or photographs taken via security surveillance cameras and recorded videos that monitored
the crime scene before or during the crime.

In addition, we wanted to introduce the listener to the emergence and development of criminal photog-
raphy in the Sharjah Police, and provide a historical overview of the different stages that began with the
use of drawing in the inference process, whereby a painter was assigned to draw an imaginary picture of
the features of the offender through his descriptions given by witnesses, this helps criminal investigators
identify suspects, subject them to investigation, and then put them in the diagnostic queue to identify
them, this method that has long been adopted by police agencies in various countries of the world, start-
ing with the French police, as explained by Captain Rawia Al-Mahrezi of the crime scene team, who - truth
be told - enriched the episode with her historical narration and her rich information on the emergence
and development of forensic photography and the art of photography since the discovery of the camera
by the Arab scientist (Ibn Al-Haytham), as she said in her speech.

Forensic photography is a creative and professional work, but it involves a lot of difficulty, some finds
it hard to watch bodies, scenes of blood, and injuries in accidents. This subject has so many aspects to
discuss, but it has been an important pause with this aspect of security and policing work that is crucial
in supporting security and strengthening criminal justice.
