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With the advancement of modern technologies and the
rapid pace of digital usage in various forms of electronic
networks, we find that criminal methods associated with
the distribution of poisonous substances have evolved
in parallel with the development and widespread use of
electronic networks among all segments of society. As
a result, crimes that utilize modern technologies have
become a new form of organized crime. The danger of
electronic messages promoting mind-altering substanc-
es and white toxins lies in their easy accessibility and
circulation, leading to the emergence of new and highly
dangerous patterns that target our children and youth,
luring them into an inevitable circle of death.

As part of the Ministry of Interior’s efforts to curb the
spread and circulation of promotional messages for
white toxins, the ministry launched a public awareness
campaign coinciding with the International Day against
Drug Abuse, under the patronage of His Highness Sheikh
Saif bin Zayed Al Nahyan, Deputy Prime Minister and
Minister of Interior. The campaign specifically targets
the technological criminal methods used in promoting
drugs and mind-altering substances.

His Excellency Lieutenant General Dhahi Khalfan Tamim,
Deputy Chairman of Dubai Police and Public Security,
and the head of drug control in the country, inaugurated
the Drug Prevention Forum under the slogan “Join Us to
Prevent It” The event took place at Al Zahia City Center
in Sharjah, organized by the General Directorate of Drug
Control at the Ministry of Interior in collaboration with
the Sharjah Police General Headquarters.

She added, “Electronic games and Al-based
entertainment tools have become prevalent
in children’s lives and occupy a significant por-
tion of their leisure time. Despite the positive
aspects they offer, it is essential to be aware of
their negatives, especially as the summer vaca-
tion approaches. Many children and teenagers
tend to use smart devices for extended periods,
which can disrupt their life balance and harm
their physical, mental, and emotional well-
being.”

“In this regard, it is the fundamental duty of
parents to initiate a dialogue with their children
to explain the risks associated with excessive
device usage. Instead of simply prohibiting them
from using devices without providing reasons,
parents should focus on offering alternative
solutions. They should also make an effort to
spend quality time with their children, as this
has a positive impact on strengthening the
parent-child relationship, building the child’s
character, and enhancing their self-confidence
and trust in their parents. This encourages them
to turn to their parents if they encounter any
uncomfortable situations while using online
platforms or electronic games that include chat
rooms.”

She emphasized that artificial intelligence tech-
nologies play an important role in entertaining
children, teaching them, and improving their
intellectual, creative, and problem-solving abili-
ties. However, it is important to use them wisely
and not allow young children to spend excessive
amounts of time on electronic devices. This is to
prevent entertainment from turning into addic-
tion or escapism from reality, which can hinder
the child’s intellectual development, deprive
them of nurturing their talents,and impede their
academic progress. Therefore, parental supervi-
sion is necessary to regulate the usage time of
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devices, control the quality
of digital content and elec-
tronic games, and ensure their
suitability for the child’s age and

intellectual level. This is done to pro-
tect their well-being, safety, and security, espe-
cially concerning games that promote violence
or contain offensive advertisements or content
that may harm their innocence.

Family follow-up

Regarding the negative aspects of artificial
intelligence technologies, particularly electronic
games, the Director of Child Safety Department
stated that there are various negative aspects
associated with electronic games. Excessive
use of these games can lead to social isolation,
poor academic performance, anxiety, depres-
sion, sleep disorders, and visual impairment. In
general, spending too much time in the virtual
world exposes children to electronic bullying,
extortion, and exploitation.

Al-Yafei concluded by emphasizing the impor-
tance of parental supervision over the use of
smart technologies and electronic platforms by
their children. It is crucial to encourage children
to engage in games and physical activities that
prevent social isolation, provide opportunities to
form friendships, rejuvenate their energy away
from the virtual world, develop their artistic
skills, and acquire useful hobbies. This ensures
that they have a summer vacation that pro-
motes balanced growth, protects their mental
and physical well-being. She also highlighted
the presence of skill development centers and
talent centers located throughout the Sharjah
emirate, such as children and youth centers,
“Sijaya” for Sharjah girls, which offer various
summer camps, along with sports clubs affili-
ated with the Sharjah Sports Council.
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Communication channels

Al-Shurti also met with Major Obaid Abdul
Rahman Al Asam, Head of Training Affairs Sharjah
Police Science Academy, who spoke about the
role of the Sharjah Police General Command as a
security and law enforcement entity in prioritiz-
ing summer programs. He stated, “It is crucial that
police leadership pays attention to summer pro-
grams for children to ensure their safety, physical
health, and mental well-being. Sharjah Police,
in particular, has taken great care in developing
training summer programs such as the Police
Friends course and involving children in special-
ized courses. The aim is to occupy their free time
and prevent excessive use of technology, which
helps in developing their personalities by pro-
moting positive thinking, self-confidence, and
encouraging their participation in physical and
social activities, as well as establishing genuine
communication channels with others.”

He explained that these programs contribute to
the development and enhancement of children’s
skills, teaching them core values that assist them
in achieving their future goals. Additionally, lei-
sure time is transformed into opportunities for
learning, enjoyment, and avoiding engaging in
unproductive activities. These programs provide
chances for children to discover their skills, nur-
ture their talents, and enhance their societal and
cultural awareness.

Skill investment

In response, Dr. Amima Abu Alkhair, Associate
Professor of Sociology at the University of Sharjah,
stated, “As the academic year comes to an end,
many tasks and responsibilities related to study-
ing and the details of the educational process,
such as studying and assignments, naturally come
to a close. These are challenging tasks closely
monitored by mothers, in addition to numerous
other responsibilities. The summer break provides

an opportunity for everyone to catch their breath.
However, it also brings forth other challenges for
children related to how they spend their free time
during the vacation, as they may surrender to the
convenient world of virtual reality, social media,
electronic games, competitions, content creators,
and more. We find our children spending hours
in front of these screens, sometimes exceeding
half of the day. Yet, we emphasize that there are
humanities that are dedicated solely to investing
in leisure time, as it is considered an investment
in human capital, skills, hobbies, and talents, all
of which help individuals in their creativity and
innovation. The impact of such investments is
reflected in the progress and development of
society. Therefore, we must plan and set a strategy
and agenda for spending leisure time. It is essen-
tial to engage in dialogue when developing this
plan, ensuring acceptance by all family members.

ence that focuses on cre-
ating technological systems
capable of simulating human
intelligence and performing
tasks that require intelligent
thinking. Although Al is not
an actual human being, it
can learn from data, adapt to
changes, and make decisions
based on acquired knowl-
edge. With advancements in
technology, intelligent sys-
tems have become better and
more efficient at perform-
ing complex tasks. However,
Al is not free of its issues
and challenges. One of these
challenges is the occurrence
of errors in predictions or in
the design and execution of
tasks. These errors can result
in negative side effects and,
in some cases, have criminal
consequences.
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What if criminal responsibility was assigned
for errors committed by artificial intelli-
gence in law enforcement? For example, let’s
consider the use of an advanced artificial
intelligence system for analyzing criminal
data. Suppose law enforcement authorities
employ a sophisticated Al system to ana-
lyze criminal data in order to direct their
efforts towards reducing crime and enhanc-
ing public security. This system relies on
machine learning and extensive analysis
of criminal databases and available infor-
mation. However, an error occurs in the Al
system, resulting in the police being wrongly
directed to suspect innocent individuals
and conducting investigations and arrests
unfairly. This can lead to violations of indi-
viduals’ rights and subject them to injustice
and defamation. In cases of such criminal
errors, affected communities raise questions
regarding the criminal responsibility of the
police and the artificial intelligence system.
In this example, the important question
arises regarding the criminal responsibility
of individuals and institutions involved in
designing, developing, and using the artifi-
cial intelligence system in law enforcement.
Justice should be served, and accountability
should be established in cases where indi-
viduals’ rights are violated or significant
harm is caused due to artificial intelligence
errors.
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When it comes to ensuring justice and

accountability in cases of criminal errors

caused by artificial intelligence, there are
several key considerations:

1. Clarity of Responsibility: There should be
clear delineation of responsibility for arti-
ficial intelligence errors within the Llegal
framework, by identifying the individuals and
entities involved in designing, developing,
and using the system.

2. Responsible Technology: Professional and
ethical responsibility should be emphasized
in the field of artificial intelligence design
and development. Companies and develop-
ers should adhere to ethical values and
human rights principles when creating artifi-
cial intelligence systems.

3. Transparent Investigation: Transparent
and independent investigations should be
conducted in cases where criminal errors
occur as a result of artificial intelligence.
All relevant parties, including law enforce-
ment, prosecutors, and independent experts,
should be involved in the investigations to
ensure transparency and credibility.

4. Supervision and Regulation: A clear legal
framework should be in place to regulate the
use of artificial intelligence in the criminal
domain, establishing rules and procedures to
be followed in order to ensure accountability
and justice in case of errors.

5. Protection of Victims’ Rights: Mechanisms
should be in place to protect the rights of
individuals affected by artificial intelligence
errors and to rectify the harm caused to
those who have been unfairly impacted.

6. Training and Awareness: Focus should be
placed on training police officers, judges, and
investigators to understand the techniques
and challenges of artificial intelligence.
Awareness of ethical and legal issues related
to artificial intelligence should be enhanced.

These considerations are essential for estab-
lishing a robust system that upholds justice,
accountability, and the protection of individ-
uals’ rights in the context of artificial intel-
ligence errors in law enforcement.

In the end, ensuring accountability and
achieving justice in cases of criminal errors
caused by artificial intelligence requires col-
laborative efforts among institutions, society,
technical experts, and legal professionals.
It necessitates political will to bring about
change and ensure protection and justice
for all. Training and awareness should be
implemented proactively to understand the
techniques and challenges of artificial intel-
ligence.

By fostering a collective approach and fos-
tering cooperation, it becomes possible to
address the legal, ethical, and societal impli-
cations of artificial intelligence errors and
work towards establishing a fair and respon-
sible system. It is through these collective
efforts that we can build a future where
the potential of artificial intelligence is har-
nessed while safeguarding the rights and
well-being of individuals.
