fight against electronic extortion.

Cyberbullying begins with an unaware step
that leads the victim to fall into the trap
of online predators through social media.
Everyone is vulnerable to the consequences of
cybercrimes that employ sophisticated meth-
ods of fraud and manipulation, often initiated
with an unconscious click that lures the victim.
With this in mind, the General Command of
Sharjah Police has placed a strong emphasis on
innovative awareness about the latest forms
of electronic extortion and the techniques

used, targeting numerous internet users. This
comprehensive awareness program was inau-
gurated by His Excellency Brigadier Abdullah
Mubarak bin Amer - Deputy Commander-in-
Chief of Sharjah Police, through the interac-
tive awareness platform “Be Aware,” located at
City Center Al Zahia. This initiative coincides
with the “Be Aware” campaign launched by
the Criminal Investigations and the Media and
Public Relations departments to raise aware-
ness about online fraud and cyberbullying.

Shaima Al Marzougqi
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In conjunction with the campaign, the General Command of Sharjah
Police has revealed that “phone fraud” has topped the list of electronic
crimes during the first half of this year. They reported 351 cases of
electronic crimes during the first half of this year, compared to 117
cases during the same period last year.

To understand the details of the campaign, Major General Saif Al Zari
Al Shamsi, the Commander-in-Chief of Sharjah Police, emphasized
that security and law enforcement agencies have a significant respon-
sibility in safeguarding the security and stability of digital life for all
segments of society, especially in light of the ongoing technological
advancements. These developments continue to expand rapidly in all
areas, which opens the doors for individuals with malicious intent and
fraudsters to exploit them negatively. This, in turn, makes the police
intensify protective measures through innovative awareness cam-
paigns to prevent falling victim to various forms of fraud and extortion.

Regarding the seriousness of electronic extor-
tion, Brigadier Abdullah Mubarak bin Amer
emphasized the importance of raising aware-
ness about electronic crimes, which are a global
challenge in light of the increasing use of tech-
nology in all aspects of life. This necessitates
spreading security awareness to exercise cau-
tion and take protective measures against vari-
ous forms of fraud and extortion. He pointed out
that this platform provides innovative and direct
guidance to all segments of society, including
citizens, residents, and visitors. Bin Amer also
highlighted that the platform serves as a direct
channel of communication between the police
and the community, enhancing security aware-
ness through various stations and informing
them about methods of prevention and protec-
tion against electronic crimes.

On his part, Brigadier Omar Abu Alzoud,
the Director of the Criminal Investigations
Department at Sharjah Police, mentioned that
Sharjah Police had recorded 351 reports of elec-
tronic crimes, compared to 117 reports during
the same period last year. He also pointed out

that phone fraud topped the list of electronic
crimes during the first half of the year.
Brigadier Omar further added that the reported
phone fraud cases involved significant sums of
money, with stolen amounts ranging from 500
dirhams to as much as 80,000 dirhams. He urged
the public not to respond to anyone attempting
to obtain their bank card information, especially
since hackers often impersonate bank employ-
ees, claiming they need to update the data, and
then proceed to steal the bank information and
access accounts.

In an interview with “Al-Shurti,” Colonel Dr.
Mohamed Butti Al Hajri, the Acting Director of
the Media and Public Relations Department,
explained that the General Command of
Sharjah Police, represented by the Criminal
Investigations Department and the Media and
Public Relations Department, launched the “Be
Aware” platform at Al Zahia Center which aims
to raise awareness among the public about the
risks of electronic fraud through various diverse
stations, allowing visitors to learn about fraud
methods and prevention strategies. The goal is
to increase awareness among social media users
and protect them from the danger of falling into
the traps of online extortionists.

He emphasized that the “Be Aware” platform
adopted a virtual format, allowing the public to
visit the stations innovatively and remotely to
learn about fraud methods
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“Be Aware” is a platform that contains innovative awareness stations.
To learn more about the platform and its content, “Al-Shurti” inter-

viewed Lieutenant Nouf Al Hermoudi, a cyber security technical officer.

She explained that the platform comprises six stations that represent
different aspects of cybercrimes and how victims fall into these elec-
tronic crimes. To receive the informative content, the public should
pass through the path of cyber security, from which these six stations

emerge, addressing various modern electronic crimes, fraud methods,

and techniques. These stations are as follows:

1. The First Station: Electronic Extortion Crime

2.The Second Station: Electronic Fraud Crime

3.The Third Station: Electronic Hacking

4. The Fourth Station: Electronic Impersonation

5.The Fifth Station: Phone Fraud

6. The Sixth and Final Station: Electronic Games.

In the same context, Sergeant Hamad Anwar, a cyber security techni-
cian, mentioned that the platform offers a “Cyber Awareness Dose.” This
comprehensive guide presents the correct ways to use all social media
platforms, how to secure social media accounts, a guide for recover-
ing hacked accounts, and reporting cases of identity impersonation on
social media. It was presented to platform visitors through scanning
a OR code. In case of encountering any type of electronic phishing,
it is essential to communicate directly with the relevant authorities
through the electronic crimes office at 065943228 or via WhatsApp at
0559992158 or by visiting the nearest police station.

He
stressed the importance of the national ser-
vice recruits to be patient until they reach the
legal age to obtain a license and not driving
vehicles unless the driver possesses a valid
drivers license. He emphasized the impor-
tance of advising parents to refrain from giv-
ing their children vehicles before they obtain
their driving licenses to ensure their safety
and the safety of other road users.

that the first phase of this initiative will be
conducted electronically without the need for
in-person attendance. This phase will involve
using the Ministry of Interior (MOI) applica-
tion to open a new driver’s license file, attend
theoretical lessons, and after passing the
theoretical test (electronically), the process
moves on to the second phase, which will be
conducted in person. The second phase will
include practical training sessions, and upon
meeting the training conditions as stipulated
in the driving institutes’ agenda, a date for
the final driving test, which covers both the
preliminary and city driving, will be scheduled
within one day instead of requiring atten-
dance on multiple days.
Colonel Al Fardan encouraged national ser-
vice recruits and high school graduates to
take advantage of this initiative, which will
continue until the end of September 2023. It
will help streamline the process of obtaining a
driving license and save both time and effort.
He also noted that the number of applicants
and beneficiaries of this initiative has exceed-
ed (1535) recruits and high school graduates
during a period of approximately six months
until the end of September 2023.

The role of the family in raising their children
can save a lot of effort, time, and resources for
various educational institutions. Neglecting this
role makes it challenging for any institution to
be the primary source from which individuals
derive their values, principles, and behaviors.
If you want to understand how delinquents go
astray and criminals commit their crimes, look
into their early upbringing. You will find that a
lack of affection and a lack of proper role mod-
els are often contributing factors. Additionally,
distancing and preoccupation with one’s chil-
dren are clear causes of many criminal acts and
behavioral deviations.



Many thinkers, legal scholars,
and behavior analysts agree that
imposing harsh punishments
does not effectively eliminate
crime. Instead, addressing the
root causes of deviant behav-
ior is one of the factors that
can help reduce various forms
of behavioral deviance and
mitigate their negative effects
on individuals and society as
a whole. There are numerous
factors that play a role in the
development of deviant behav-
ior in individuals, and the family
is the primary environment and
reference point for every child

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The Science

of Connecting

Individual Behavior
to the Surrounding
Environment

In the same context, Colonel Abdullah Al
Maleh discussed the science of linking indi-
vidual behavior to the environment they grew
up in. He stated that recent familial issues in
the UAE and the resulting effects on the work
of law enforcement agencies were important
considerations in the study. Some of the key
aspects the study focused on included the
causes of family problems, the factors leading
to criminal behavior resulting from disturbanc-
es in family upbringing, the extent to which
family issues affect police work, the role of the
family in enhancing community security, and
finally, identifying the role of security agencies
in addressing family issues.

The theoretical part of the study emphasized
that the investments, especially in oil, resulted
in an increase in household income in the
UAE. The present situation has diverged from
the past, marking the start of social change in
the country. As a result of family interactions
with these changes, it had both positive and
negative impacts on family members’ behav-
jor. Furthermore, there were serious threats
affecting the stability of security conditions in
society, as indicated by the increasing number
of cases involving incidents and crimes in the
UAE society, according to criminal statistics.
The field study concluded that some of the
main family problems included husbands not
feeling a sense of responsibility, followed by an
inability to provide for the family’s needs and
requirements, along with an increasing divorce
rate. According to the degree of agreement,

the reasons behind these issues included an
increasing reliance on domestic help in raising
children, resulting in ethical problems. There
were also factors related to children being
influenced by negative media, parental devi-
ance, and neglecting the upbringing of children
in accordance with Islamic teachings. As for the
main factors leading to criminal behavior as
a result of issues in family upbringing, these
included parents failing to educate their chil-
dren about staying away from bad company,
the parents’ weak Islamic culture, and the chil-
dren resorting to others and bad company to
solve their problems due to excessive marital
problems and disputes.

Furthermore, researcher Maryam Al Ali
explained the results of the study, in which she
participated with Colonel Abdullah Al Maleh.
The field study revealed that the most promi-
nent factors leading to criminal behavior as
a result of disturbances in family upbringing,
based on the degrees of agreement, were as
follows: Parents’ neglect of the importance of
educating their children to stay away from bad
company, with a percentage of 86.8% rank-
ing in first place. Weak Islamic culture among
children, with a percentage of 86.1%, rank-
ing second. Frequent problems and disputes
between parents that drive children to turn to
others to solve their problems without properly
identifying bad companions, with a percentage
of 85.5%, ranking third. Parents’ preoccupa-
tion with their own affairs, not listening to
their children’s problems, with a percentage of
85.3%, ranking fourth. Additionally, there were
several other results, with the lowest percent-
age indicating children resorting to theft due
to insufficient personal allowances, with a
percentage of 89.8% among the total sample.

“THE AGE OF KNOWLEDGE"

I will not call it the “Age of Triviality,” as Canadian
philosopher Alain Deneault did in his famous book
“mediocracy” which reveals the crisis of our time
caused by the dominance of consumerism and the
capitalist system’s control over thought, culture, and
media.

But | see that naming it the “Age of Chatter” seems
to be an accurate description due to the nature of
the content provided by social media. They often
offer information, news, and media coverage that
amounts to little more than images, headlines, and
video clips of tools, products, or people engaging in
various activities or discussing something. It’s as if
the content presented to us is merely a notification
(for information purposes only) without allowing us
to gain deep knowledge or a broad understanding
of what’s happening or the ability to form a critical
perspective and stance on what is being said.
When printed newspapers were our means of
accessing news and understanding what was hap-
pening, readers had the opportunity to delve into
events. They could comprehend the intricacies,
dimensions, and various aspects of the news, learn
new words and vocabulary to add to their linguis-
tic knowledge, develop a personal perception and
viewpoint about what had occurred, and adopt a
critical stance, be it in favor, against, or neutral. For
example, “liking” a news article could be seen as
a form of approval of what had happened, while
“empathy” could be a form of subtle moral support,
and “disapproval” a way to object to the events.

Readers’ enthusiasm didn’t stop at reading the news
or the published report in the newspaper. They
often paid more attention to what followed the
news: the margins and side notes that editors used
to shed light on specific aspects, exclusive state-
ments, or even scenes captured on the margins of
the event. This is how the media message reached
the recipient and achieved its goal of shaping their
perspective and building their stance. Consequently,
it influenced public opinion in line with the objec-
tives of the media message, beyond the pleasure
and knowledge it provided, contributing to lan-
guage and culture enrichment for the recipient.
Indeed, the interaction of recipients with the news
has significantly changed in the era of “social media.”
Many now settle for mere “chatter” that might help
them understand a product, how to use it, and how
to get it online. It's a term that closely resembles
“trend,” @ word they are now hoping to include in
the Arabic language lexicon. Alternatively, it may fill
their minds with a quantity of news headlines that
they can exchange as part of their daily conversa-
tions with colleagues or friends.

The depth of knowledge, culture, language, and
the development of values and behavioral charac-
teristics have become something else that is not
as prevalent today. Many no longer engage deeply
with news but instead opt for likes or minimal com-
ments on a piece of news. In this age, the pursuit of
deep knowledge and the enrichment of culture and
language have taken a back seat.
