As winter approaches and temperatures drop in
the region, people are inclined to enjoy the open
wilderness, seashores, and mountainous areas. To
ensure the safety of visitors to these areas and
enable them to have a safe and enjoyable winter, the
Sharjah Police, in collaboration with their strategic
partners, have developed plans that guarantee their
safety by raising awareness about the importance
of adhering to guidelines and laws. They also issue
warnings against irresponsible violations that could
lead to unfortunate incidents. The following pro-
vides insights into the efforts made by law enforce-
ment and the role of government institutions in
safeguarding community security during the winter
season.

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Intensive Preparations

‘Al-Shurti magazine” in a meeting with Colonel
Humid Saeed Hamad Al Jalaf, Acting Director of
the Central Region Police Department, discussed
the efforts of the department in enhancing the
security and safety of tourists in the wilderness
areas before the winter season. Colonel Al Jalaf
stated, “The Central Region Police Department
intensifies its security and traffic preparations to
achieve the highest safety standards for visitors
to the wilderness areas before the winter season
each year. Continuous awareness campaigns are
launched as part of the ‘Safe Winter’ campaign,
targeting visitors to the wilderness and moun-
tainous areas. These efforts focus on raising com-
munity awareness about the importance of com-
pliance with regulations and laws to ensure their
safety and the safety of visitors.” He emphasized
that the winter season witnesses a high influx of
the public, especially due to the growing interest
in wilderness tourism in the Emirate.

Adherence to laws and regulations leads to an
enjoyable and safe winter. Hanadi Al-Yafei, the
Director of Child Safety Department, mentioned
that with the pleasant weather at this time of the
year and families venturing outdoors for wilder-
ness, sea, and mountain trips, there is an increas-
ing societal responsibility to raise community
awareness about mechanisms and guidelines for
child protection. The Child Safety Department
is committed to providing detailed preventive
measures that contribute to child safety, ensur-
ing their well-being. They design initiatives and
programs that are tailored to social and school
seasons and weather conditions.

Al-Yafei added that despite the multitude of
awareness means and their abundance, there
are still many incorrect behaviors during outdoor
trips. Some families neglect their children during
vehicle trips and do not pay attention to safety
measures that safeguard the little ones. This
results in unfortunate accidents that we hear
about in the media. Therefore, they urge par-
ents not to underestimate safety measures and
to follow the continuous awareness programs
launched by the Child Safety Department. These
programs provide invaluable tips for a safe and
enjoyable winter season for all.



A comprehensive system

To learn about traffic procedures, Al-Shurti Magazine
had a meeting with Captain Hamdan Khalifa Al-
Badwawi, Head of the Traffic and Patrols Department
in the Central Region Police Department, shared
some of the measures they undertake, includ-
ing defining the geographical areas frequented by
wilderness visitors and family gatherings during
the winter season. They intensify awareness and
enforcement campaigns to provide an enjoyable and
safe time, free from the negative behaviors exhibited
by some people.

My passion led me to delve deeper. | explored
unique seeds that were not available in the
country, seeking quality and variety. | planted
over 200 different varieties, including herbs,
leafy greens, flowers, and vegetables. I'll never
forget the feeling when | planted the first seed,
watched it grow every day, and witnessed it
transform into a thriving plant bearing fruits.

| exerted effort in enhancing my knowledge
in everything related to agriculture and seeds.
When | planted a specific variety, | researched,
read, and learned about how many hours of sun-
light it needs, the suitable planting location, and
how to care for it. | did this through Arabic and
foreign books, as well as social media platforms.
| ensured that all my farming practices were
organic and environmentally friendly, avoiding
the use of any pesticides or harmful chemical
fertilizers. This talent taught me the value of
patience.

Some may wonder if my studies are related to
my hobby. The answer is no. | studied more than
one specialization, completing a master’s degree
in business administration, a field entirely unre-
lated to biology and sciences. However, | applied
some aspects of my studies in calculating and
managing the number of seedlings and the
required spaces.

Additionally, | joined various agricultural work
teams within the country and initiated projects
to collect and distribute seeds for free, aiming
to create a sustainable environment for agricul-
ture. | actively participated in workshops, always
seeking to attend and benefit from them, sharing
and exchanging knowledge with others.

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She explained that the protection of inmates’ rights
is manifested through various initiatives, making the
Sharjah Police stand out as one of the leading authori-
ties in the field of human rights. Here are the key
efforts made in this field:

Colonel Mona Sorour

Health, Cultural, and Intellectual Efforts:
1- Enhancing the quality of healthcare
services, including dental care, early
detection and treatment of various types
of cancers, joint and eye treatments, and
more.

2- Providing opportunities for inmates to
continue their education at various levels
in collaboration with relevant educa-
tional authorities in the emirate.

3- Encouraging daily participation in out-
door sports activities for inmates, believ-
ing that sports serve as an optimal means
to practice essential life skills, commu-
nication, and positive interaction with
fellow inmates.

4- Organizing cultural and intellectual
activities, such as educational awareness
programs and training courses.

5- Conducting religious lectures for
male and female inmates of Islamic and
Christian faiths, in collaboration with the
Sharjah Department of Awgaf and Islamic
Affairs and various religious outreach
centers.

The Elderly Care Initiative:

The Correctional Institution has been
accredited as an Elderly Care Institution,
offering services to elderly inmates
that align with the standards set by the
World Health Organization. The institu-
tion received the title of “Elderly Care
Institution” in 2022, being the first cor-
rectional institution in the country to
achieve this recognition from the Elderly
Care Cities Bureau




Rights and Responsibilities of Inmates -
Projects and Initiatives:

1- Launching the “Inmates’ Rights and
Responsibilities Document” on World Inmate
Day 2023 as part of its efforts to enhance
humanitarian principles and the quality of
life for inmates. This document aims to pro-
tect the rights of inmates in correctional and
rehabilitation institutions during the execu-
tion of their judicial sentences.

2- Introducing the “Electronic Vision” that
facilitates “remote communication” between
inmates and their families, enabling daily
communication for families within and out-
side the country.

3- Organizing the annual Family Forum,
hosting families whose relatives reside out-
side the country.

4- The “Support for Inmates’ Families
Empowerment” initiative aims to empower
inmates’ families to start small businesses
by involving them in training courses. This
initiative seeks to enhance family stability
and provide a steady source of income in the
absence of the head of the household.

5- Distributing “Eid Clothing,” “Children’s Eid
Gifts,” and “Ramadan Charity” to the families
of inmates in the institution. These initia-
tives aim to provide assistance and sup-
port to financially disadvantaged families
of inmates, especially those without their
families. The beneficiaries numbered 520
families for Eid Clothing,and 619 families for
Ramadan Charity during 2022-2023.

6- Financial settlements for the debts of
“indebted” inmates, with 92 beneficiaries in
2022 receiving a total of AED 3,202,490, and
125 beneficiaries in 2023 receiving a total of
AED 6,144,322. Additionally, financial assis-
tance was provided to 15 inmates in 2022
and 23 inmates in 2023 by the Relief Fund.

Child abuse is the mistreatment of chil-
dren by a parent, caregiver, or any adult,
leading to physical injury, emotional
harm, or damage to the child’s health.
Child abuse takes various forms of mal-
treatment, including neglect, physical
and sexual assault, exploitation, and
emotional abuse.

The United Arab Emirates issued Federal
Law No. (3) of 2016 regarding the Rights
of the Child, known as the “Wadeema
Law,” affirming the child’s right to life,
survival, and development, and ensuring
the provision of all necessary opportuni-
ties to facilitate that. The law also works
to protect the child from all forms of
neglect, exploitation, and physical or
psychological violence.

Aspects of violence against children

In light of this, “Al-Shurti” conducted a
journalistic investigation into child abuse,
starting with Dr. Radia Al-Raisi, the Head
of the Family Rehabilitation Center at
the Sharjah Court of First Instance. She
affirmed that child abuse manifests in
several aspects, including: insufficient
awareness among parents about how to
interact with the child, meet their needs
and rights, and raise them to be respon-
sible members of society. She pointed
out that family breakdown, heated dis-
cussions, and sharp dialogues within the
family are factors contributing to violence,
as they have psychological effects on the
child. Additionally, certain mental health
conditions affecting one of the parents
can lead to child abuse within the family.
Furthermore, she explained that there are
several solutions to overcome violence,
including family counseling, educating
society about the correct methods of deal-
ing with children, creating a peaceful and
stable family environment, and addressing
their mistakes while avoiding anger, bully-
ing, or using inappropriate language that
can have negative effects on the child.
Additionally, violence can have negative
effects on children from various perspec-
tives. Socially, a child may be exposed to
deviant behavior, and this can escalate to
criminal activities. Psychologically, they
may experience mental health issues such
as anxiety, depression, low self-esteem,
and other disruptive behaviors. From a
physical standpoint, some psychological
disorders can impact the body, becom-
ing organic diseases. Examples include
sleep disorders and negative effects on
the growth of the nervous and mental
systems. All these factors contribute to a
state of psychological instability and con-
tinuous stress for the child.

The continuous awareness of families through social media and the
media can achieve the goal of reducing the rate of violence against
children, according to Dr. Al-Raisi. She emphasized that there are
deterrent penalties for those who engage in violence against chil-
dren, established through strict legislation and laws, as seen in the
Wadeema Law designed to protect the child and preserve their rights.

Police. He discussed various forms
of violence against children, includ-
ing physical violence, verbal abuse,
and child neglect, all of which fall
under the category of violence.
Neglect, perhaps the most com-
mon form, refers to the failure
of parents or caregivers to take
necessary measures to protect the
child’s life, physical, psychological,
mental, and ethical well-being, and
safeguard their various rights.

Major Manaa Al-Nagbi explained
that the Social Support Center
receives reports of child abuse, and
a team of psychological and social
specialists studies the report, takes
necessary actions, and develops
a suitable plan and scenario to

address the case, then they follow
up on the case to ensure the child’s
well-being and stability with part-
ners and relevant authorities. Age
categories are not strictly defined,
as they vary depending on the
type of report, ranging from 14
to 20 years. He emphasized that
their efforts to protect children are
focused on awareness programs,
advice, and guidance to parents
in collaboration with partners and
relevant authorities.

Among the channels for reporting
child abuse are the Social Services
Department, the Child Center at
the Ministry of Interior, police sta-
tions, personal attendance, phone
calls, and some other institutions.
Major Manaa Al-Naqgbi stressed the
importance of caring for one’s fam-
ily and children, instilling positive
values, and cited the saying of
the Prophet Muhammad (peace of
Allah be upon him): “Each of you
is a shepherd and each of you is
responsible for his flock.”



Child protection
Ahmed Nasser Al-Nagbi, the
Director of the Social Services
Department in Khorfakkan City,
emphasized that social care services
are summarized in a series of services
within three pillars representing a com-
prehensive protection umbrella for all
aspects of support and assistance that
children need in various life situations.
This is achieved through specialized
clinics providing counseling services
on social, psychological, and legal lev-
els for children and their families. The
department also offers diverse services
to children and families facing social,
economic, and psychological conditions.
He pointed out the rights that children
enjoy in society, including ensuring the
child’s access to their legal rights direct-
ly related to documentation, as well as
the right to equality, health, education,
a clean environment, and a safe place
to live. Children also have the right to
protection from all forms of harm.

in the Social Services
Department has been securing
the rights of parentless chil-
dren since 1984. In 2006, these
procedures were expanded to include
other categories of children deprived
of social care, such as illegitimate chil-
dren and those exposed to violence and
abuse. Specialized teams ensure that all
rights are available to children placed
in alternative or natural foster families.
In this context, various services and
means have been developed to protect
these vulnerable groups, secure their
rights, provide consultations, and offer
all types of support they need, based
on the principle of protection that the
department adopts, focused on the
common basis of “eliminating danger
and erasing its impact.”
The Social Services Department has
dedicated a community hotline and
a child rescue service operating 24/7
through the toll-free number 800700.
