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Psychological and Physical Consequences in Children

From the moment children first open their eyes to the world
and see the light, modern technologies and visual media begin
to shape their experiences, thoughts, and beliefs. This influence
accompanies them through every stage of their development
and socialization. Starting from a very young age, this digital
presence becomes a constant companion, continuing as they
grow into adolescence, young adulthood, and eventually matu-
rity. The digital revolution and the rapid spread of information
and communication technologies have transformed the world,
reshaping our daily lives and behaviors across all stages of life.

At every stage of human life, technology has exerted a power-
ful and direct influence. Notably, this impact has been particu-
larly pronounced in the early stages of life, where children’s
interests and preferences have significantly shifted. The tra-
ditional doll no longer captivates the young girl as much as
an electronic game does, where she can change her favorite
cartoon character’s outfits, coordinate accessories, and alter
features with the click of a button.



Children Are More Vulnerable to Digital
Addiction Risks

To explore the positive and negative effects
of excessive use of modern technologies,
“Al-Shurti” met with Hanadi Al Yafei, Director of
the Child Safety Department at the Supreme
Council for Family Affairs. She began by not-
ing that alongside the opportunities offered
by modern technology, new challenges have
emerged, requiring attention and resolution.
Evidence suggests that children are particu-
larly vulnerable to electronic risks such as
account hacking, tracking, fraud, data theft, and
control over personal devices. They are also
more likely to suffer from the consequences of
these threats, including loss of privacy, due to
their limited awareness of these dangers and
how to counter them. Moreover, many children
lack digital safety skills and the ability to
assess the safety and credibility of the con-
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tent and relationships they encounter online.
Excessive internet use by children without
proper supervision or awareness can expose
them to inappropriate content, cyber hacking,
extortion, or sharing personal information
with strangers, potentially putting themselves
and their families at risk.

Regarding the effects of excessive reliance on
modern electronic technologies, whether posi-
tive or negative, Al Yafei stated: “The internet
penetration rate in the UAE reaches 99%, one
of the highest rates in the world. Therefore,
families must be aware of the pros and cons
of this virtual reality by fostering an environ-
ment of mutual trust with their children, who
are considered the most vulnerable users due
to their limited life experience and suscepti-
bility to falling prey to cybercrimes and fake
accounts that seek to exploit them.
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Al Yafei added, “The widespread use of the internet
among children has its benefits, such as enabling
them to communicate with family, relatives, and
friends, enhancing their communication skills, and
providing them with access to a vast range of
new knowledge and information. However, this
widespread usage also demands increased caution
and awareness from both parents and children.
It's essential to know how to protect and secure
personal accounts, maintain privacy, differentiate
between safe and reputable websites and suspi-
cious ones, and avoid any behavior that might harm
them. Additionally, children should be taught how
to respond if an issue arises and who they can turn
to for help.”

Hanadi also highlighted the importance of the
relationship between children and their parents,
emphasizing that a child who trusts their parents
can openly share any problems they encounter—
even if they have made a mistake—without fear
of excessive punishment, such as being banned,
threatened, or physically disciplined. This relation-
ship of trust, dialogue, and guidance is the most
effective way to ensure that children use the inter-
net responsibly.

She continued, “We always stress the importance
of monitoring, supervision, and positive guidance,
which in todays world requires innovative and
non-traditional approaches. For example, if a child
enjoys a particular electronic game, we encourage
parents to show interest in it, play with them, and
get to know their friends in the game. There is no
doubt that a child will feel safer sharing their inter-
ests with a parent and will be more likely to seek
their help when faced with any issues.”

Doctors Warn of Psychological and Physical
Consequences for Children Due to Excessive Use of
Electronic Devices

Doctors are sounding the alarm about the psycho-
logical and physical repercussions that children
face as a result of excessive use of electronic devic-
es. Children are particularly susceptible to anxiety,
depression, isolation, loneliness, laziness, sleep
disturbances, addiction, and a loss of independent
thinking. These issues are exacerbated by the fact
that many electronic games revolve around enter-
tainment that involves killing others and destruc-
tion, which can reinforce violent and aggressive
tendencies in children.

Physically, the prolonged hours spent sitting in
front of computers, tablets, and smartphones can
lead to obesity, physical inactivity, headaches, eye
strain, neck stiffness, and pain in the shoulders and
back.



To gain a deeper understanding of the psycho-
logical reasons behind why children—and adults as
well—become digitally addicted, and the resulting
harms, “Al-Shurti” spoke with First Lieutenant and
Psychologist Naela Abdullah. She explained that
modern social media platforms, electronic games,
and technology in general have a significant impact
on our lives and on the mental development of our
children in the modern era. While the benefits and
applications of technology in all areas of life are
undeniable, misuse can turn these tools into sourc-
es of harm and discomfort. Overexposure to these
media can lead to isolation and a loss of the ability
to socially interact with family members and the
community. Additionally, some of these technolo-
gies can diminish a person’s capacity for creative
thinking and emotional engagement with others.
Naela also highlighted the significant risks that
digital interaction can pose to children’s safety
and privacy, particularly when they are exposed to
inappropriate content. The risks include cyberbul-
lying, exploitation, sexual harassment, and abuse.
Furthermore, hackers and cybercriminals can eas-
ily access children’s files and identities, espe-
cially when their social media profiles and gaming
forums are not adequately protected, leading to
potential threats to the child’s safety.
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Tips for Parents to Enhance Their Children’s Digital
Security:

- Set Time Limits: Establish specific times for your
children to use electronic devices during a family
discussion that balances affection, care, and firm-
ness.

- Protect Personal Information: Explain to your
child that they should never share personal infor-
mation online without consulting you first. This
includes avoiding sharing their geographical loca-
tion through social media posts.

- Warn Against Strangers: Caution your children
about talking to strangers online. Explain how some
individuals may pretend to be someone else to gain
the child’s trust, especially if they have access to
personal information, hobbies, and preferences.

-Promote Open Use: Encourage your child to use
their electronic devices in an open environment
rather than in secrecy, and monitor the websites
they visit.

-Emphasize Respectful Communication: Teach your
child the importance of expressing themselves
appropriately in their social media posts, and how
this can affect their reputation and image in the
long term.

Sharjah Police Uncover Criminal Network
smuggling Drugs Hidden Inside Marble Stones

In the shadowy veil of night, hidden

within the core of marble stones,
and behind their gleaming facade,

the truth was not in the stones’ size
or weight, but in their secret con-

tents. Over 226 kilograms of hashish,

psychoactive substances, and nar-
cotic drugs were concealed within
these stones, intended to ensnare
our youth and precious children in
the grip of addiction.

Our dedicated law enforcement and
security agencies, along with our
brave anti-narcotics officers, stood
as an unyielding fortress against
threats to national security and sta-
bility. They acted decisively, striking
hard at drug traffickers and dealers,
bringing them to justice, and putting
an end to their deceitful plans.

226 Kilograms of Narcotics in Marble Slabs
Colonel Majid Al-Assem, Director of the Anti-
Narcotics Department at Sharjah Police, detailed
that Operation “The Destructive Stone” commenced
when the department received reliable information
about a criminal network directed by traffickers
based outside the country. This network planned to
smuggle and introduce over 226 kilograms of hash-
ish, psychoactive substances, and narcotic drugs by
concealing them within marble stones. The intent
was to distribute and sell these drugs within the
country.

In response, Sharjah Police teams swiftly launched
operations to track the criminal network, monitor
their activities, and uncover their connections with
regional and international drug trafficking rings.
They meticulously prepared and set up carefully
planned traps to ensure that the criminals had no
chance of escaping or evading justice.
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' Community Awareness:

A Cornerstone in Comhating Vices

Colonel Al-Assem highlighted that the smuggling
method employed was unconventional. The traf-
fickers concealed the narcotics inside the cores of
marble slabs shipped to the country’s ports, aiming
to evade detection by law enforcement. However,
their fraudulent scheme unraveled as they were
apprehended one by one, caught red-handed. The
operation effectively thwarted their plans and
brought them to justice.

A Robust Security Barrier

His Excellency Major General
Abdullah Mubarak bin Amer,
Deputy Commander-in-Chief
of Sharjah Police, praised the
efforts and performance of the
teams in thwarting this novel
scheme to conceal narcotics within marble slabs
for the purpose of trafficking and distribution. He
also commended the collaborative role of all part-
ners, including security agencies, organizations, and
institutions, for their constructive cooperation in
combating these drugs and preventing their spread.

Police continues to strengthen its robust security
measures through proactive and effective strikes
against drug traffickers, dealers.

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Digital’Evidence and its Role in Criminal Investigations

What is Digital Evidence?

Digital evidence refers to information of crimi-
nal value that can be extracted from electronic
devices such as smartphones, computers and
their peripherals like hard drives and storage
media, security surveillance cameras, and other
electronic devices. This information is utilized to
support the pursuit of justice.

The Most Common Devices Used for Extracting
Digital Evidence

Smartphones are among the most widely used
and prevalent devices globally. The advanced
technology in these devices allows users to save
considerable time and effort, often eliminating
the need for computers due to their ease of use.
For this reason, cases involving mobile phones
are the most common, as a wide range of data
can be extracted from these devices, includ-
ing text messages, social media chats, photos,
videos, and other data stored in the phone’s
memory. This data significantly enhances digital
forensic evidence used in solving cases.

Stages of Collecting Digital Evidence

The process of collecting digital evidence is
highly sensitive and must be handled with preci-
sion to ensure the integrity and admissibility of
the evidence. The stages involved are as follows:

. Collection of Evidence: This stage
involves using specialized tools and software
that ensure data is copied without any altera-
tions. Any error at this stage could result in the
loss of evidence or render it legally invalid.

. Examination and Analysis of Evidence:
The collected evidence is then examined and
analyzed in the Evidence Management and
Forensic Laboratories by specialized experts.
These professionals utilize advanced tools and
software to analyze data and retrieve hidden or
deleted information relevant to the incident. It
is worth noting that, with the expertise of these
specialists in handling various software and data,
all files present in the digital evidence can be
extracted. Examiners may face several obstacles
and challenges that test their skills in overcom-

ing these barriers and surmounting difficulties
to uncover the truth sought by the Evidence
Management and Forensic Laboratories.

. Presentation of Evidence to Judicial
Authorities: The final stage involves presenting
the evidence to judicial authorities along with a
comprehensive report detailing the discovered
evidence, as well as the methods used for collec-
tion and analysis. This report significantly influ-
ences the course of the case; therefore, it must
be precise and reliable.

The Future of Digital Evidence in Criminal
Investigations and the Challenges It Faces

With the continued advancement of technol-
ogy, it is expected that law enforcement agen-
cies will increasingly rely on digital evidence.
Investigators will need to keep pace with techno-
logical developments and continuously enhance
their skills and tools to ensure that digital evi-
dence effectively serves the cause of justice.
Despite the critical role digital evidence plays in
case proceedings, investigators face numerous
challenges, such as the complexity of technol-
ogy, advanced encryption, and the rapid evolu-
tion of software and devices. Additionally, legal
challenges arise concerning individual privacy
and rights.

Ultimately, digital evidence has become a vital
part of achieving justice. Information stored on
your phone or computer could be the key to solv-
ing a crime or saving a life.

child safety seats,
we spoke with Colonel Mohammed
Abdullah Alai, Director of the Traffic
and Patrol Department. He stated:
“Protecting road users stands at the
forefront of our traffic priorities at the
General Command of Sharjah Police.
We strongly believe in the importance
of concerted efforts and collaborative
roles with our partners, relevant enti-
ties, and the community to ensure their
safety and secure arrival. Providing
child safety seats in vehicles is a vital
step to guarantee their protection from
the dangers posed by sudden accidents.
Therefore, we urge all drivers and par-
ents to adhere strictly to using child
safety seats in their vehicles, as this
preventive measure plays a significant
and effective role in enhancing the
safety and security of our children.




In a related con-
text, Sharjah Police
Magazine  spoke
with Her Excellency
Hanadi Al Yafei,
Director  General
of the Child Safety
Department, who
emphasized that
child seats in vehi-
cles are a criti-
cal component in
ensuring the safe-
ty of children and
reducing the risk of
injury in the event
of accidents. These
seats are specifical-
ly designed to pro-
vide optimal support and protection for a
child’s body, significantly minimizing the
likelihood of harm compared to traditional
seat belts, which are not suitable for a
child’s size and weight.

Her Excellency Hanadi Al Yafei added that
the Child Safety Department plays a piv-
otal role in raising community awareness
through its continuous awareness pro-
grams aimed at educating parents and the
broader community on the importance of
using child seats, how to select the appro-
priate type, and the correct installation
methods. The Department also organizes
comprehensive campaigns targeting all
segments of society and holds workshops
and educational seminars highlighting the
dangers associated with not using these
seats to enhance community awareness
and safeguard children’s lives, ensuring
their safety on the road.

The Child Safety Department has also
implemented a series of initiatives
and awareness programs on this mat-
ter, including the production of aware-
ness videos about different types of car
seats, the importance of using seat belts,
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and the risks of child suffocation inside
vehicles. One of its notable initiatives is
the “#CheckThem_BeforeYoulLeaveThem”
campaign, a community-based experience
designed to remind parents of the impor-
tance of ensuring that children are not left
inside vehicles before exiting.

The Unity of the Community Ensures the
Protection of Children from Road Hazards
Al-shurti Magazine spoke with three par-
ents to gather their opinions on the use of
child safety seats in vehicles. One parent,
[Name], stated: “I fully understand the
importance of using child seats in cars
since the birth of my first child. | was keen
to purchase a suitable car seat for him; it’s
not just about complying with the law, it’s
about a sense of responsibility towards
my children. | believe that awareness in
the community about the importance of
these seats is increasing, but there are still
many people who think it's unnecessary,
especially for short trips.”

Another parent, Hessa Amin Al-Qadri,
shared: “As parents, we put the safety of
our children at the top of our priorities. My
experience with child car seats has been
crucial because | feel reassured when |
see my children sitting in seats specifically
designed to ensure their safety and stabil-
ity while driving. Once, we encountered a
sudden accident on the road, but thanks to
the use of child seats, my daughter came
out unharmed with no injuries. Providing
these seats is not just an option, it is a
necessity to keep our loved ones safe.”

A third parent, Ahmed Al-Hussaini, added:
“Since becoming parents, we realized the
importance of every detail related to our
children’s safety, and child car seats were
one of the first things we made sure to
provide. My advice to every father and
mother is to invest in this simple measure,
which can make a huge difference in pro-
tecting their children.”
