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Brigadier Dr. Mohammed 
Butti Al Hajri: Security

Highlighting the importance of following water safety measures, 
Brigadier Yousef bin Harmoul, Director General of Sharjah Civil 
Defense, stressed that most tragic incidents handled during the 
summer season are the result of avoidable causes, mainly the 
lack of awareness and proper supervision of children. Leaving 
them unattended near water — whether at public or private 
locations — poses a serious risk.
He emphasized that safety and responsibility must always 
come first, as negligence in applying safety measures near 
water can lead to severe and irreversible consequences. 
He also noted that the role of the police is not limited to 
responding after an incident, but begins with preventive 
awareness to reduce the risk of drowning.
Brigadier bin Harmoul added that children cannot dis-
tinguish between fun and danger, nor can they protect 
themselves alone. Regardless of a child’s age or swim-
ming skills, they still need constant supervision and 
a helping hand. Unfortunately, relying on others for 
supervision or being distracted by adult concerns 
remains one of the most common causes of drowning 
incidents.
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Awareness is a Shared 
Responsibility.. An Alert 
Family Means a Safe Child
Her Excellency Hanadi Al Yafei, - Director 
General of the Child Safety Department- 
at the Supreme Council for Family Affairs 
in Sharjah, stated: “Protecting children is 
not just a responsibility, but a steadfast 
commitment that shapes our vision of 
building a safe and healthy community 
— one where the role of the family works 
hand in hand with the institutional sys-
tem to safeguard children’s rights and 
protect their physical and psychological 
well-being.
Guided by the directives of Her Highness 
Sheikha Jawaher bint Mohammed Bin 
Sultan Al Qasimi, Wife of His Highness 
the Ruler of Sharjah, we work in the Child 
Safety Department to strengthen the prin-
ciple of prevention before danger occurs.

This responsibility begins 
with family awareness of surrounding risks and the importance of 
never leaving children unsupervised — whether at home, in public 
places, or even while traveling.
She added that holiday seasons can offer great joy and benefit 
when parents invest them in enjoyable and enriching activities, 
provided that safety and security remain the highest priority. 
Lieutenant Heba noted that prevention does not require extraor-
dinary effort, but it does demand genuine presence and a strong 
sense of responsibility. She urged families not to neglect proper 
supervision, and to make every trip an opportunity to strengthen 
bonds with their children and share in their daily experiences 
— rather than allowing leisure moments to become chances for 
distraction that compromise their safety.

Following Safety Measures Ensures Fun and Protects Lives
water — such as seas, swimming pools, and water parks — are a 
source of leisure and enjoyment. However, a lack of awareness and 
failure to follow preventive measures can, in moments, turn them 
into scenes of tragedy, especially for children. Adhering to safety 
measures not only guarantees enjoyment but also protects lives.
Key Water Safety Measures Recommended by Experts:
1. Constant Supervision of Children
Never leave children unattended, even if they can swim. 
Most drowning incidents occur within seconds, often 
while adults are present but distracted.

2. Qualified Lifeguards
Ensure that public water facilities have trained and cer-
tified lifeguards, equipped with the necessary tools for 
immediate response.

3. Wearing Life Jackets
Require children to wear properly fitted life jackets suit-
able for their weight and age, especially on boats or dur-
ing open-water activities.

4. Swimming Education
Encourage children to learn basic swimming and survival 
skills from an early age, and teach them about potential 
risks and safe behavior near water.

5. Securing Home Pools
Install sturdy fencing of adequate height around home 
pools, with self-locking gates to prevent unsupervised 
access by children.

6. Avoiding Risky Behavior
Prohibit running or reckless jumping around water areas 
to prevent slips and sudden injuries.

7. Checking Weather Conditions
Always review weather forecasts before engaging in any 
water activity, and be cautious of strong waves or sudden 
weather changes that may endanger swimmers.

8. First Aid Training
Parents and supervisors should learn basic first aid (CPR) 
skills, which are vital for saving lives when needed.

By committing to these measures, we not only protect our 
children but also demonstrate a collective awareness of the 
importance of prevention — ensuring that moments of joy do 
not turn into tragedies that could have been easily avoided.
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Sharjah Police continue their efforts to protect society by adopting preventive strategies that address chal-
lenges before they grow, ensuring safety and stability for everyone. Such initiatives are not only about law 
enforcement but also about spreading awareness and building a culture of responsibility.

The Line Between a Safe Arrival and a Tragic Accident
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Whether during short daily trips or long road 
trips, we use vehicles of all kinds. Often, we focus 
on routine details such as setting the destina-
tion on the map, checking the estimated arrival 
time, or adjusting the air conditioning — details 
that have become part of our driving habits.
At the same time, we may overlook something 
far more important: the safety and readiness of 
our tires.
What may seem like a small detail in a vehicle 
can actually be the dividing line between a safe 
arrival and a tragic accident. With the summer 
heat, the risks from neglecting tire maintenance 
increase significantly — especially as high tem-
peratures, movement, and constant friction put 
extra stress on tires.
From this perspective, “A Summer Without 
Accidents” campaign, launched by the Sharjah 
Police General Headquarters, aims to raise aware-
ness of the importance of preventive tire checks 
and to encourage drivers to take proactive steps 
to protect themselves and their passengers.

As part of its ongoing 
efforts, Sharjah Police launched a 
special campaign under the slo-
gan “A Summer Without Accidents” 
to promote a culture of tire safety 
checks among drivers.

He explained that the campaign 
is a practical reflection of Sharjah 
Police’s approach of prioritizing 
prevention and safety before dan-
ger occurs. He pointed out that 
tire inspection is not just a routine 
procedure, but a crucial step that 
can mean the difference between 

a safe arrival and a tragic accident 
especially with the rise in temper-
atures during the summer.

The campaign also offered a free 
comprehensive vehicle inspection 
service for the public, covering ten 
key points, including tire pressure 
and condition, engine belt, air con-
ditioning system, filters, front and 
rear lights, battery, cooling hoses, 
and fluid levels such as engine 
oil and coolant, among other ele-
ments that affect road safety.

Brigadier Al Kai added that heavy 
vehicle drivers were also a main 
focus of the campaign’s aware-
ness efforts. Sharjah Police contin-
ued its intensive monitoring and 
educational activities targeting 
truck and heavy vehicle drivers 
to ensure their compliance with 
technical and legal requirements, 
and to guarantee adherence to 
procedures that protect road users 
and ensure smooth traffic flow 
across the emirate.

Major Marwan Obaid Al Naqbi, 
Head of the Vehicle Inspection 
Section at the Vehicles and Drivers 
Licensing Department, explained 
that the campaign was launched 
in partnership with ENOC – Tasjeel 
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and Autopro, due to the impor-
tance of vehicle technical inspec-
tions, especially tire safety. He 
noted that tire condition and read-
iness are greatly affected by high 
temperatures and frequent travel 
during the summer, making this 
campaign an open invitation for 
drivers to be more aware and for 
roads to be safer.

The campaign focused mainly 
on raising driver awareness dur-
ing the summer season about the 
importance of tire checks. This 
was done by offering free vehicle 
inspection services at Tasjeel cen-
ters in Sharjah.

Major Al Naqbi added that the 
campaign highlighted the dangers 
of neglecting tire checks, as high 
temperatures and increased travel 
during this period raise the risk 
of tire damage or blowouts. The 
campaign urged drivers to check 
tire pressure, review the expiration 
date, and look out for cracks that 
could threaten vehicle safety, as 
these are among the main causes 
of serious road accidents.

He concluded by saying that “A 
Summer Without Accidents” is 
more than just a seasonal slogan, 
it is an open call for every driver 
to make safety a constant habit, 
and to see preventive checks as 
a responsibility that starts with 
the individual and benefits the 
entire community. With combined 
efforts between security authori-
ties and the private sector, we can, 
God willing, move toward a sum-
mer without losses and roads that 
are safer for everyone.

Sharjah Executive Council Issues 
New Decision Granting Up to 35% 

Traffic Fine Exemptions

The Executive Council of the Emirate of 
Sharjah held a meeting chaired by His 
Highness Sheikh Abdullah bin Salem bin 
Sultan Al Qasimi, Deputy Ruler of Sharjah 
and Deputy Chairman of the Executive 
Council, in the presence of His Highness 
Sheikh Sultan bin Ahmed bin Sultan Al 
Qasimi, Deputy Ruler of Sharjah and Deputy 
Chairman of the Executive Council.

During the session, held at the Ruler’s 
Office, the Council discussed several topics 
related to improving government opera-
tions and reviewed the general policies of 
government departments and authorities, 
in line with the Emirate’s strategic vision in 
the administrative and service sectors.

New Regulatory Decision on Traffic Fine Exemptions
The Executive Council issued an important decision regulating the percent-
age of exemptions on traffic fines, aimed at promoting adherence to traffic 
laws and encouraging early payment. The decision grants a 35% exemption 
from the total value of the fine if payment is made within 60 days from the 
date of the violation. This exemption includes the financial penalty, impound 
period, vehicle impound fees, and any late payment fines (if applicable).

After the 60-day period, a 25% exemption will apply to the financial penalty 
only, if payment is made within one year from the date of the violation. 
However, the decision does not apply to severe or major traffic violations.

This initiative reflects one of the smart approaches adopted by the 
Government of Sharjah, balancing the encouragement of compliance with 
the easing of financial burdens, within a flexible legal framework that fosters 
mutual respect between the system and the community.
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A Decision Welcomed by Citizens
The decision was met with wide approval and appre-
ciation from various segments of society for its direct 
impact in reducing financial burdens and encourag-
ing individuals to comply with the law in an intelligent 
and motivating way.

In this regard, Ammar Saeed Al Aqeed, Maryam 
Khamees Al Naqbi, Mohammed Hassan Al Nuaimi, 
and Abdullah Saeed Al Watari expressed their deep 
gratitude and appreciation to His Highness Sheikh 
Dr. Sultan bin Mohammed Al Qasimi, Member of the 
Supreme Council and Ruler of Sharjah.

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Living Without Control
He was a young man with a good 
job and a reputation for discipline 
and hard work. But he believed 
life was short and should be lived 
without limits. He spent his entire 
salary as soon as he received it, 
convincing himself that short-
term enjoyment was more impor-
tant than thinking of the future. 
Over time, his spending grew. He 
began borrowing from friends and 
depending on overdraft credit 
cards to cover his needs.

Falling Into Debt
He soon found himself trapped in 
debt without realizing the dan-
ger. Borrowing became a routine, 
and his salary went only to pay 
the banks. He started using install-
ment apps, adding more commit-
ments without thinking about the 
total amount. Day after day, his 
debts grew until he was unable to 
manage his financial life.

Legal Consequences
Soon, complaints began piling up 
at police stations against him for 
issuing bounced cheques and fail-
ing to pay his debts. The situation 
became worse when he borrowed

200,000 dirhams from a colleague, 
promising to return it within two 
months. Instead, he started avoid-
ing him, leaving his colleague no 
choice but to turn to the courts.

That case opened the door to even 
more trouble. He faced charges of 
financial fraud, cheque manipulation, 
and several other financial cases filed 
against him. Overnight, he found 
himself required to pay nearly two 
million dirhams in personal and bank 
debts. Today, he is serving his sen-
tence behind prison bars.

Regret and Advice
The young man now says:
“I regret everything I did. I thought 
luxury was the way to happiness, 
but it turned out to be an illu-
sion that destroyed my present 
and my future. My life became 
tied to debts and financial cases. 
My advice to every young per-
son: never sacrifice your respect 
for yourself or your family just for 
appearances or a moment of plea-
sure. Live simply, and never take 
on debts you cannot repay. The 
excuse of temporary enjoyment 
can lead you into a cycle of debt 
and leave you behind bars—just 
like me.”

Commenting on this real-life 
case, Colonel Khalifa Mohammed 
Belhaye, Director of the Criminal

some young people who rush into 
spending and appearances with-
out proper financial awareness. 
Many cases of fraud and bounced 
cheques begin with uncalculated 
personal decisions that end up 
placing their owners in the circle 
of complaints and legal pursuit. 
Such wrong behaviors cause a 
sudden financial imbalance, which 
may open doors that are difficult 
to close. The best prevention is 
early awareness.”

Legal Consultant Manaa bin 
Mayed: The Law Does Not 
Excuse Negligence
Legal Consultant Manaa bin Mayed 
explained:

“The danger of unplanned financial 
commitments does not only lie in 
legal punishment, but also in the last-
ing effects that can harm a person’s 
family, career future, and social repu-
tation. The law does not protect those 
who neglect the rights of others, no 
matter what their motives may be.”

Dr. Nora Al Ali: Debts Create 
Tension Within Families
Psychologist Dr. Nora Al Ali explained 
that falling into the trap of debt often 
begins with the false belief that hap-
piness is measured by appearances. 
She confirmed that more than 70% of 
depression and anxiety cases faced by 
some families are linked to the pres-
sure of debts and the family break-
downs that result from them.
